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1.0 Ministry of Mass Media

1.1 Introduction

The Ministry of Mass Media, in order to build a well-informed, pluralistic and active society,
is constantly providing its contribution necessary to promote the tradition of free media, make
the intervention required for the furtherance of the media industry as well as encourage the
media industry towards a responsible media practice that is capable of steering the nation’s
public consciousness to the new heights of advancement. This Ministry has fully understood
the fact that the media sector should make inroads into development both quantitatively and

qualitatively.

The progress of the media industry rests on a new media journey based on information that
extends beyond the traditional art of media. The Ministry of Mass Media has focused on
integrating into the society the knowledge, understanding and communication contrivances of
the use of new media including social media and the guidance necessary for adapting to digital
technology.

The grave challenge of restoring government media institutions to viability has been assigned
to this Ministry. The Ministry of Mass Media, in a mission with a special focus to carrying out
a review of the business orientation and financial discipline of the continuously loss-making
and underutilized state-owned media enterprises which are a burden on the national economy,
has entrusted the responsibility with the management of those institutions concerned to
implement plans according to a well-drawn out strategy for the purpose of resurrection and
achieve results within a specific time frame, and the Ministry continues to oversee and

monitor such process very closely.

Accordingly, the Ministry went on to take steps to implement a scheme for the voluntary
retirement / resignation of employees in order to keep the unaffordable redundant number of
employees down to a minimum level, which had a direct impact on the loss of the state media
institutions. Moreover, the assets of these public institutions are being underutilized and the
leadership required to take steps necessary to fully utilize such assets has readily been

provided by the Ministry.

Taking into account the global growth in the field of mass media and communication,
measures have been initiated as at present by the Ministry of Mass Media for the formulation
of a national media policy with a systematic guidance and direction in the sphere of mass

media, having laid particular emphasis on the existing laws and ordinances towards the

1



standardization of the mass media in Sri Lanka, the functioning of the international media

agencies and the areas of socio-cultural identity.

In comparison to mass media, the social media has made vast strides surpassing mass media
due to the reasons of freedom of expression, speed, unlimited space, and ability to respond. At
the moment, a societal dialogue has emerged concerning the negative behaviour of the social
media that causes to impose an enormous influence on the mindset of the people at large. As a
consequence of this impact, the necessity for a social media regulation, not control, has been
recognized. However, this Ministry in its constant observation on the social media behaviour
has identified the need for a code of conduct governing the media and the work towards that
end too has now been initiated.

The legal background necessary for setting up of a mass media higher education institute
under the name of “Chartered Institute of Media Professionals - Sri Lanka” with the state
patronage in line with the international standards to produce media personnel with high
professional skills is under preparation as at present. The prime objective of this endeavour is
to produce mass media journalists needed for bringing forth a media culture with ethical self-

control through this proposed institute of higher education.

If the better influential effects that the people of the country deserve from the communicators
working in the media fields who reach out to the majority of readers, viewers and listeners are
to be harnessed, their skills focused on the national mission should be developed. It can only
be set about by equipping journalists with the knowledge of the practice of media. In order to
achieve this end, the ""Asidisi** scholarship program, which was exclusively introduced to

provide financial support for the studies of journalists, will continue to be in operation.

A series of programs have been conducted to establish good media ethics and raise the
professionalism of journalists under the financial contribution of the United Nations
Development Program (UNDP). As the next step in this regard, plans are afoot to implement a

program at the provincial level for 300 regional journalists.

As it is considered vital to maintain news casting websites in a manner that does not threaten
national security and harmony, the registration and renewal of these websites under the
Ministry is handled by an independent committee. Besides, it is also clear that it is a matter of
invariable significance to prepare and make revisions to the code of ethics related to the news
websites in keeping with the times and guide the website owners to act in accordance with

such code of ethics.



Even though plans were drawn out to hold a Presidential Media Awards Ceremony to
appreciate and felicitate the mission and contribution of the mass media journalists and also
with a view to creating a quality media culture, this event could not be held due to reasons of

insufficient provisions.

This Ministry has also undertaken the task of issuing licenses to run private radio and

television broadcasting services as per the statutory provisions.

Action is being taken to have a common format introduced for bringing about a uniformity in

the broadcasting licenses.

The interventions related to removing the value added tax imposed on the newspaper
publishing industry and the cess imposed on the imported newsprint paper with the aim of
protecting the said industry were found to be difficult to implement in the face of the current

economic situation.

Revision of the obsolete laws and ordinances in relation to the institutions coming under the
purview of this Ministry has been initiated keeping abreast of the present-day needs. By
making amendments to the relevant laws in commensuration of the modern times, such
institutions will be strengthened to be able to successfully face up to the fierce competition in
the media sector. As such, action to make amendments to the Sri Lanka Foundation Act,
No. 31 of 1973, the Sri Lanka Press Council Act, No. 05 of 1973, the Post Office Security
Fund Ordinance, the Post Office Ordinance, etc. is now ongoing. The amendment of
Section 3 (1) of the Sri Lanka Rupavahini Corporation Act, No. 06 of 1982 has been made
by the Corporation accordingly. The preparation of the draft bill for the establishment of the
Chartered Institute of Media Professionals of Sri Lanka has also been finalized.

The Draft relating to the Broadcasting Regulatory Commission Act and the Cabinet Sub-

Committee Report thereon have been prepared and finalized.

The draft bill for ""Establishing a National Film Development Commission** needs to be re-

examined.

Selacine television institution has been legally incorporated on 20.06.2023 under the
Companies Act, No. 07 of 2007 by the Department of Registrar of Companies under the name
of ""Selacine Media Solutions (Pvt) Limited"".

Attention has been drawn on further increasing the amount of tax levied for the broadcasting

of foreign TV dramas and films via Sri Lankan media. By this move. it will be able to



preserve the local culture and the artistry of the local tele-dramas and its industry as well as

encourage the artists of this country engaged in it.

This Ministry generates revenue for the General Treasury by registering news websites and

levying taxes on imported teledramas, films and commercial programmes.

The Digital Terrestrial Television Broadcasting (DTTB) Project to fully digitalize the
country's analogue television broadcasting system in the journey of the Rupavahini will
undergo a massive transformation in the viewing art of Sri Lankan Television as an
international turning point of approach. The related fee offered by the Government of Japan
for the technical consultancy assistance on this project was able to be curtailed down by more
than Rs. 1300 million following successful negotiations with the direct intervention of this
Ministry.

The Department of Government Information contributes to a standardized media tradition
blended with freedom and responsibility. The Department has strived to contribute towards
ensuring the right of the public to know the precise information and the vision of the
government spearheading operations that are necessary for bringing about a friendly
atmosphere amongst the Sri Lankan communication media circles and also towards uplifting
the culture involving mass media. In order to deliver more effective public service, the
Department of Government Information has also taken necessary steps to increase its
efficiency institutionally in keeping with the digitalization process of the government

institutions.

It is an imperative necessity that the Department of Government Printing also adapts to
digital technology in the global printing industry. The Department is focusing on equipping
itself with technical capacity in relation to security printing and widening its role by venturing

into high-tech secure printing.

The Department of Posts expects to reduce its deficit between income and expenditure of
around Rs. 7 billion down to Rs. 2 billion by the end of this year. The Department has also
ventured into diversifying its business-oriented services and implementing multipurpose
projects under the public-private partnership system and moving to operate projects towards
the optimal use of underutilized assets. Since the postal service in Sri Lanka needs to be
inventive and innovative in tandem with the present-day competitive market and the busy
lifestyle of the consumer, necessary action is underway to digitalize the postal management

system in order to be able to adapt to the situation.



For the purpose of financing the voluntary retirement / resignation program of the
employees, a sum amounting to Rs. 300 million each has been allocated from the state budget
for the Sri Lanka Rupavahini Corporation, Sri Lanka Broadcasting Corporation and the
Associated Newspapers of Ceylon Limited and also, a sum to the value of Rs. 50 million to

the Independent Television Network Limited.

Following the appointment of the Secretary of the Ministry as the Chairman of the
Associated Newspapers of Ceylon Limited and as a result of the proper management of the
institution thereafter, the voluntary resignation scheme of the employees was carried out
according to a scientific method. The company has made the opportunity available for 215
employees to voluntarily resign under 02 phases. A Memorandum of Understanding was
entered into between the Ministry of Mass Media and the institution to stabilize the
number of employees to 900 by the end of this year and the number of employees is to be
downsized and stabilized to 850 by the end of 2024.

The Sri Lanka Broadcasting Corporation has also made 240 employees to retire under its
voluntary retirement scheme. For this purpose, the institutional allocations in addition to

treasury allocations have also been defrayed.

The Sri Lanka Rupavahini Corporation as well as the Independent Television Network
Limited are also scheduled to complete the employee voluntary retirement scheme in the last

quarter of this year.

Establishment of a human resource management practice, implementation of a marketing
promotion program, streamlining of the internal control systems and the promotion of the
digital market access would lead these electronic and print media entities to flourishing

dimensions.

It is expected to turn out the Sri Lanka Foundation into a degree awarding institution that
has introduced courses targeting the local demand as well as the global market providing
access to new employment opportunities. This entity too has planned to reach the breakeven

point in the year 2024.

As the direction of the Sri Lanka Press Council needs to undergo changes according to the
necessity of the time in the present context, the work required towards the amendment of the

relevant Act is being carried out.

It has been emphasized that the National Film Corporation of Sri Lanka should focus more

on regulatory affairs than business affairs. It is expected that the Corporation, which is a



burden on the General Treasury, will become a self-income-generating entity after its

transformation into a regulatory authority.

Necessary background for the Public Performance Board whose dependence was on the
allocations of the General Treasury to transform itself into a self-generated income entity
during the year 2024 has also been laid.

The Sri Lanka Institute of Printing, the pioneer professional body in the printing and
graphic arts industry in Sri Lanka, is executing the great task of producing a skilled workforce
for the printing industry in the country. It is expected to expand this institute to offer digital
media courses as well in addition to the more of its attention focused printing courses. This

institute is also proposed to be incorporated as a statutory body.

The Selacine Television Institute, a self-financed institution, was legally incorporated as a
private institution under the name of Selacine Media Solutions (Pvt) Limited. This has created
the necessary environment for the institution to make independent decisions on their own in its

business domain.

Ensuring the citizen's right to know information is one of the foremost responsibilities of
every country operating in a democratic regime of framework. The Right to Information

Commission has also strived to take measures required to achieve its objectives.

It has been decided to arrive at a policy decision with regard to the carrying on of the

Lankapuwath Limited in the future.

The progress reviews and the audit management meetings of the institutions under the purview
of the Ministry of Mass Media have been conducted continuously and the Ministry is
endeavoring with a resolute effort to see to the running of each and every institution under its

ambit with proper financial feasibility and viability.

The Organizational Result Framework has been prepared and finalized with a view to
monitoring and following up of the plans drawn out following the scrutiny of the progress of
the development goals, objectives and targets expected to be achieved by Sri Lanka within the
time frame of 2024-2027 and also, after the consolidation of the national development priority
as well as the priorities of the sectors corresponding to them vis a vis the related areas in a bid
to ascertain the achievement of their desired resultant progress as per the plans that were
prepared and set. Efforts are being made to enhance the efficiency and effectiveness of the
institutions to an optimal level through the evaluation method based on the indicators of

performance.



The Ministry has indevoured to operate and put it affairs into practice in a manner that
is impartial whilst at the same time maintaining the equilibrium of information when

handling the functions involving the state media.

In the World Press Freedom Index of 2023, Sri Lanka is ranked 135 out of 180 countries. It is
a good improvement as against the index rating of the year 2022 which stood as the 146"

position.

1.4 Progress and Future Vision — Progress as at 30 September 2023
1.4.1 Implementation of the Right to information Act, No. 12 of 2016

The Ministry of Mass Media has been entrusted with the responsibility of the implementation
and social integration of the Right to Information Act which came into effect on the 04™ of
August 2016 after it was passed by the Parliament of Sri Lanka. This Act set out to go into
force on the 13" of February 2017 and the prime objective of the Right to Information Act was
to smoothly implement the principles of the democracy and good governance in the country by
ensuring the right of the public to know the official information of the government, thereby
establishing a better and socially responsible public service void of corruption. As from the
year 2017 itself, the Ministry of Mass Media has been actively contributing towards the social

integration of this Act in putting it across to the general public.

Execution of the tasks assigned to the Ministry of Mass Media in accordance with the
Right to Information Act No. 12 of 2016 and the carrying out of the coordination work

with the Right to Information Commission

Coordination Tasks involving liaison work with the Right to Information Commission was
carried out in accordance with the Right to Information Act in line with the procedure for
requesting information. As of now, 20 annual reports and half-yearly reports as well as bi-
monthly status reports have been forwarded to the Right to Information Commission.

Furthermore, the tasks to be performed for the citizens or the duties involved thereto to be
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carried out by the public authorities as well as various requests regarding such matters from
the Right to information Commission have been referred to the relevant institutions for

compliance.

Provision of advisory services related to the Right to Information Act

During the year 2023 too, the citizens have been provided with routine advisory services on
day-to-day basis regarding the Right to Information Act. As of 30.09.2023, formal adivice has
been given to 1200 persons. Apart from this, citizens who pay visits for the purpose of study
and research regarding the Right to Information Act have also been educated in that direction.

Maintaining and updating the official website on Right to Information — (www.rti.gov.lk)

The objectives of introducing the website are to enable citizens to use the Right to Information
Act effectively, enhance the awareness of the citizens about the right to information and cater
to the interest of the public through prompt response to information requests. Tasks of
publication of the official news related to information rights and publicity regarding upcoming
programs are also taken care of through the website. Moreover, a new website has been
created to be maintained under the supervision of the officers of the Ministry to operate in
such a way that it becomes very active and can be used more effectively in relation to the right
to information. The total number of web users as at 30.09.2023 is 839,725.

Maintaining and updating the Email Address (rti@media.gov.lk) on Right to

Information

A new e-mail address has been introduced to replace the e-mail used in the Right to
Information Unit. By this move, the information requests sent by the citizen via e-mail are
forwarded to the relevant institutions. In addition, the responses to e-mails sent to citizens and
officials serving as public authorities seeking answers and advice to problems, as the case may

be, are continued to be carried out.

Distribution of the Information Officer Manual, Training Guide, Pamphlets on Right to

Information

1000 Sinhala copies of the new edition of the Information Officer Manual related to Right to
Information Act were printed and 700 copies have been circulated. 100 Tamil language
photocopies have been printed and distributed among the information officers. The purpose of
this exercise of the distribution of such publications is to update the knowledge of the

Information Officers of the institutions.
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Updating of the database related to Designated Officers and Information Officers in the
Public Authorities.

A database containing information regarding newly appointed Information Officers and
Designated Officers in the public authorities has been included in the website and it is being
updated daily. As of 30.09.2023, the particulars of 4075 officers have been entered in the

database.

Maintaining an awareness page regarding the Right to Information Act in the Facebook

and making it public on the social media

This exercise involving the Facebook page of targeting the young community and focusing on
creating awareness about the Right to Information Act among citizens, in particular, is
gathering momentum in an attractive manner. The total number of users for the period from
01.01.2023 to 30.09.2023 stands as 3512. Likewise, the same day information will also be
posted on the Facebook page in connection with the conduct of training programs for officers
and training programs for trainers (TOT). Currently, the details of 19 programs have been

updated into it during the year 2023 alone.

Conducting a three-day training-of-trainers residential program on Right to Information
Act

A three-day residential program to train Tamil trainers to ensure the operation of the Right to
Information Act, No. 12 of 2016 was held in Vavuniya on 17th, 18th and 19th of May 2022

with the financial contribution of Afriel Youth Network.

During this program, 25 officers were trained so as to represent institutions such as District
Secretariats and Provincial Councils, and the participant trained consultants are to be referred

as resource persons for the awareness programs related to the Right to Information Act.

For the purpose of organizing of 20 programs in their institutions, the trained trainers were
detailed to their respective institutions, having made available necessary preliminary

provisions from the Afriel Youth Network.

Conducting workshops for Information Officers

A one-day training workshop was conducted at the Foundation institute for the Information

Officers from 40 selected public authorities in the district of Colombo.
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Five-year (2023-2027) Strategic Plan related to Right to Information Act

Two programs were conducted with the participation of 20 non-governmental organizations
and 19 public officers in order to solicit the opinions and suggestions of the non-governmental
organizations and state sector officers in relation to the formulation of the strategic plan.

Setting up of a network of facilitators on the Right to Information Act

Two programs at the district level were conducted with the participation of 850 youth
facilitators in the districts of Hambantota and Kandy to train youth facilitators who are capable
of educating the public on the use of the Right to Information Act and guide the masses to

implement the Act in its correct perspective.
Conducting awareness programs on the Right to Information Act for public officers

The aim in this move is to train 8000 officials from 61 Divisional Secretariats selected at the
district level to educate public officers about the use of the Right to Information Act. As of
30.09.2023, the training of 6530 officers in 13 districts has been completed. Trained
consultants on the Right to Information Act worked as resource persons for the awareness
programs related to the Right to Information Act and the preliminary provisions required for

such programs have been disbursed to the relevant institutions by the Afriel Youth Network.

1.4.2 Formulation of the National Media Policy

In pursuance of the instructions given by the Presidential Secretariat, the Ministry of Mass
Media has initiated work to prepare a national media policy towards a systematic guidance and
direction to steer the field of mass media under the policies and priorities of the incumbent

government.

For this purpose, a committee of experts consisting of university lecturers, state media heads
and veterans in the related field is currently working on preparing the national media policy.
Discussions are currently being held under the following 07 reference groups in order to solicit

inputs and opinions that are pertinent in this regard.

i. Academic

ii.  Associations of mass media journalists

iii.  Rights watchdog organizations

iv.  industrialists engaged in the media sector

V. Media journalists and media organizations in the Northern Province
vi.  Media journalists and media organizations in the Eastern Province

vii.  School media associations

1.4.3 Awareness program to educate mass media journalists organized by the Ministry of

Mass Media under the grants of the United Nations Development Programme (UNDP).

The Ministry of Mass Media, in collaboration with the United Nations Development Program,
has, on 29 November 2021, signed up for the Project, “Countering Hate Speech through
Education & Advocacy for Improving Social Cohesion in Sri Lanka (PBF)” under the

umbrella of General’s Peace Building Funds. Furthermore, on 12.05.2023, the agreement to
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seek an extension of the project for yet another period of 09 months was also entered into by

the Ministry.

Under the financial contribution of the said project, plans have been drawn out to implement
this program for the groups of media administrators, editors, technical and regional mass
media journalists with the aim of establishing good media ethics and raising the standards of
the professionalism of the journalists. A panel of university professors and experts in the field

have been selected in order to muster resourceful contribution towards this program.

As the first step of this project, with the theme, "Beginning, Middle and End of Reporting",
the program to educate the heads of electronic media and print media was held under the
chairmanship of the Hon. Minister of Mass Media and Sri Lanka's Permanent Representative
to the United Nations Development Program, Ms. Azusa Kubota on the 02" and 03" of
August this year in Colombo on a successful note at the Shangri-La Hotel premises. At this

event, the least possible concords for good media ethics were drafted.

As the second target group, the mass media personnel playing a special role in the newsrooms
of the media organizations were selected and an awareness program was held for them at the
Taj Samudra Hotel, Colombo on 27.09.2023, during which meeting they discussed over the

least possible concords for good media ethics at length.

Likewise, it has been planned out to conduct a training program at the provincial level too for
300 regional mass media journalists who have been reckoned as the third target group.

1.4.4 Setting up of a higher media education institute under the aegis of the government

With the aim of enhancing the professionalism of the journalists working in the media sector,
plans are afoot to set up a Chartered Institute of Media Professionals of Sri Lanka as an
independent institute similar to the Chartered Institute of Media that has been currently
established in Great Britain, and it will be in parallel to the Institute of Chartered Accountants
of Sri Lanka under the ambit of the Ministry of Mass Media with state patronage. Currently,
the bill for establishing this institute has been finalized and forwarded to the Attorney
General's Department after approval by the Cabinet of Ministers for necessary sanctioning. It
is expected to award the chartership for the mass media journalists through this institute and
the methodology adopted in this regard is embodied in the above bill. Rather than becoming
just one of another professional higher education institutes, this higher media education
institute is expected to endow talented journalists and mass media media professionals full of

knowledge and skills to the nation.
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1.4.5 Presidential Media Awards Ceremony - 2023

The work done by the mass media journalists for the economic and social development of Sri
Lanka is immense. They work to fulfill their social responsibility, secure the right of the
people to know correct information and motivate the entire community of the country towards
securing contributions to achieve the economic, social, cultural and development aspirations.
The Cabinet of Ministers has approved the holding of a Presidential Media Awards Ceremony
with a view to appreciating the mission and contribution of the mass media journalists and
bringing forth a quality media culture. Accordingly, in relation to the year 2018, the Ministry
of Mass Media for the first time in the year 2019, has conducted the Presidential Media
Awards Ceremony. In this award ceremony, 51 awards have been presented in 04 fields of
radio, television, newspapers and websites covering all three media of languages. However
thereafter, even though the Presidential Media Awards Ceremony was slated to be organized
annually, it was not possible for the Ministry to hold this ceremony during the years 2020,
2021 and 2022 due to lack of sufficient funds under allocation and also, owing to the Covid -

19 pandemic and in the face of the current economic crisis.

1.4.6 Registration of News Casting Websites

Pursuant to the Cabinet Decision No. 12 /1037/37/019-1 and dated 13.08.2012, news casting
websites are registered under the Ministry of Mass Media. For registration of each website and
for annual renewal of registration, sums amounting to Rs. 25,000.00 and Rs. 10,000.00
respectively should also be credited to the Ministry. Up to 30 September 2023, thirteen (13)
news websites have been registered under the Ministry whereas 16 news websites have got

their registration renewed.

1.4.7 Issuance of Television and Radio Licenses

The primary statutes concerning radio and television broadcasting in Sri Lanka are the Sri
Lanka Broadcasting Corporation Act, No. 37 of 1966 and the Sri Lanka Rupavahini
Corporation Act, No. 06 of 1982. This Ministry has also issued licenses for running private
radio and television broadcasting services as per the statutory provisions specified in the above
Acts.

Apart from this, 15 radio channels including local services are carried on through the two state
radio institutions, Sri Lanka Broadcasting Corporation and Independent Television Network
Limited while 05 television services are made to be operative through the two institutions, the
Sri Lanka Rupavahini Corporation and the Independent Television Network Limited. The
Cabinet of Ministers has approved the introduction of a common model with the aim of
creating uniformity in the currently issued radio and television broadcasting licenses for better
media protection while safeguarding the freedom of speech and expression to the maximum
possible extent. Currently, the Ministry of Mass Media has appointed a committee to review
the radio and television broadcasting licenses that have been issued up to now and the said

committee’s work is ongoing.
1.4.8 ""Asidisi'" Mass Media Scholarship Program
The Asidisi Mass Media Scholarship Program is implemented annually by the Ministry of

Mass Media with the objective of enhancing the professionalism of Sri Lankan journalists.

Journalists, freelancers, regional journalists and web journalists between the ages of 18 to 55
who have completed three years of service on a full-time or part-time basis in recognized
electronic and print media organizations in the country are eligible for making applications for

this scholarship program.
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Besides, the course applied for should be a course of study directly related to the field of
journalism and the applicants should have obtained the Journalist ID Card issued by the

Department of Government Information for mass media journalists.

This scholarship scheme provides Rs. 200,000 for following an undergraduate or postgraduate
course and Rs. 100,000 for following a short-term or long-term certificate course under a
recognized government institution. Opportunity has been afforded to pay 50% of the course

fee at the commencement of the course and the remaining amount in two instalments.

This scholarship scheme provides opportunities for journalists to benefit twice where a
candidate can avail the second opportunity for a course of study after a period of 05 years

following the completion of a relevant course for the first time.

1033 scholarships have been awarded up until the year 2022 through this program which has
been running continuously since 2006. For the year 2023, an allocation of Rs. 5 million has
been set apart. Applications for this year have been invited from the eligible journalists for
awarding scholarships. Journalists meeting the qualifications to be awarded scholarships are

selected by a board of interview.

1.4.9 Collection of taxes for imported Tele-dramas, Films and Commercials

This Ministry levies taxes on imported programs broadcast by television channels as per the
directives issued by the Finance Act, No. 11 of 2016.

Clearance certificates have been issued for 1564 imported tele dramas, films and commercial
programs up to 30 September 2023 and the amount of tax collected is Rs. 118 million. It was
duly credited to the Consolidated Fund. 26 survey panel members have been detailed for this
work and the broadcasting approvals have been granted by 220 sub-committees comprising
three members each on a daily basis.

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1.4.10 Contemporary amendment of acts pertaining to the affiliated institutions coming

under the purview of the Mass Media subject scope

The acts and articles of association subject to which Sri Lanka Rupavahini Corporation, Sri
Lanka Broadcasting Corporation, Independent Television Network Ltd., Associated
Newspapers Ceylon Limited (Lake House), Sri Lanka Press Council and Sri Lanka
Foundation Institute have been established were prepared to cater socio-economic and cultural
requirements existed 40 years back and have not been subject to any sort of review in the
recent times. Furthermore, all the acts and regulations used by the Department of Posts,
Department of Government Information, and Department of Government Printing at their
daily official purposes also are those passed around 05 decades ago. Adhering to timely
requirements the private institutions play similar roles and providing similar services as the
private media institutions have competitively come forward; yet the journey of the state media
and state institutions has been neutralized due to being entangled within age old acts and laws.

Further, the laws and acts under the purview of this Ministry’s subject area should be amended
to cater the future demands and probable issues that may erupt in the future with the digital
technology and acting in favour of the technological social preferences, the existing laws and
acts are being amended so that the intense competitive environment can successfully be dealt
with in the media sector and achieve expected goals as well as carved the opportunity to
prepare institutional structures that is required to rise independently.

The progress of the amendment process of acts related to affiliated institutions under the

purview of the media subject area.

a) Amendment of Sri Lanka Rupavahini Corporation Act No. 06 of 1982

Under the recommendations of the Committee on Public Enterprises, section 3 (1) of Sri
Lanka Rupavahini Corporation Act No. 06 of 1982 was revised including a representative
from the General Treasury and a representative of the Secretary to the line Ministry and Sri
Lanka Rupavahini Corporation (Amended) Act No. 26 of 2022 was passed by the Parliament
and issued. Accordingly, relevant members were appointed to the Board of Directors with
effect from the year 2023.

b) Amendment of Sri Lanka Foundation Act No. 31 of 1973

Concurrence to amend the Sri Lanka Foundation Institute Act No. 31 of 1973 has been given
by their decision No. CP/21/1949/316/043 dated 23.11.2021. Accordingly, performing
necessary amendments for the institute named Sri Lanka Foundation University the same has

been referred for the revisions of the Department of Legal Draftsman.
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Since there is a contradiction between the observations and decisions and the aforementioned
Cabinet Memorandum submitted for the amendment of the act and the decision given in the
regard, it has been instructed that a new Cabinet Memorandum is required to perform the
furtherance of this act.

c) Amendment of Sri Lanka Press Council Act No. 05 of 1973

Approval of the Cabinet of Ministers was granted on 12" January 2021 for the amendment of
the act in relation to structurally restructuring Press Council and reorganize it as a tribunal on
for journalists and media institutions covering electronic, print and new media, but the process
of amending the act had to be temporarily suspended owing to the problematic situations
sprouted in the fields.

However, attention has been paid to amend Sri Lanka Press Council Act only catering the
print media and the cabinet of ministers should have to be forwarded the draft bill and the
concept paper prepared by the Ministry of Mass Media with the assistance of the Legal
Draftsman.

d) Amendment of the Postal Department Act

Amendment of Authority 473 - Post Office Security Fund Ordinance No. 01 of 1931
amended by the acts Nos. 09 of 1989, 23 of 1943, 56 of 1952, and 46 of 1958

Subsequent to the final round of committee sessions to be held next on the Post Office
Security Fund Ordinance Amendment, the draft bill of the amended ordinance is scheduled to
be handed over to the Department of Legal Draftsman.

Amendment of Authority 190 - Post Office Ordinance No. 11 of 1908 amended by the
acts Nos. 31 of 1955, 24 of 1957 and 06 of 1973

Fundamental recognitions in regard to the amendments that should be included have been
carried out by conducting discussions regarding 88 sections of the Postal Ordinance by the
Committee to amend the Postal Ordinance.

Thus, information from all divisions of the Postal Headquarters and regional offices as well as
proposals from trade unions of the Department has been called along with opinions from the
public. An interim committee report has been forwarded to the Ministry. The final draft is
being prepared now considering information obtained from parties who furnished proposals

and obtained from instructions and inquiries.
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e) Preparation of the draft bill for the establishment of a professional institute named

Chartered Institute of Media Professionals of Sri Lanka

Approval of the Cabinet of Ministers was granted to prepare the required draft for the
legitimate establishment of Chartered Institute of Media Professionals of Sri Lanka which will
be a media professional institute with government sponsorship adhering to international

standards for presenting media professionals with esteemed professional skills.

The draft bill of the Chartered Institute of Media Professionals — Sri Lanka prepared by the
committee comprised of intellects in the field appointed by the Ministry was directed to the
Legal Draftsman’s Department for further action. Thereafter, observations of the Ministry
have been forwarded for the revisions of that Department and accordingly, the drafting of the
bill for the second time is being handled by the Department of Legal Draftsman at present.

f) Establishment of the Broadcasting Regulatory Commission Act

A Cabinet sub-committee chaired by the Minister of Justice, Prison Affairs and Constitutional
Reforms has been appointed subject to the cabinet decision for preparation of a report
comprised of state policy particulars that should be considered when drafting the Broadcasting

Regulatory Commission act for electronic media.

Accordingly, actions would be taken to submit the draft bill and the Ministerial Sub —
Committee report prepared including the particulars discussed by the Ministerial Sub —
Committee with the assistance of the Legal Draftsman to the Cabinet of Ministers by the

Minister of Mass Media on the future.

g) Revision of the Film Corporation Act

Although at the initiation a massive role was played for the betterment of the film industry
such as granting loan facilities for cinematographers to produce standard and artful films,
granting loans to construct and modify film halls, facilitating to encourage film hall owners
and providing studio facilities, a negative impact was experienced in the local film industry
after 80" decade due to socio-economic and technical changes. Therefore, the film industry is
experiencing numerous issues and it has been emphasized of a requirement to establish an

independent establishment that performs the regulation role to uplift the industry once again.

Accordingly, it was mentioned that the television industry also should be included to this as
per the decision for the cabinet memorandum forwarded under the caption “Establishment of a
National Film Regulatory Commission” prepared in relation to the bill drafted to revise under

the name “The National Film Regulatory Development Commission”. In par with the said
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decision, it has been mentioned that both film and television sectors have to be developed
through state involvement with required guidance and facilities to produce international-level
films and television programmes adhering to the decisions received in relation to the Cabinet
Memorandum furnished under the caption “Establishment of a National Film Regulatory

Commission”.

Thus, it has been decided to appoint an intellect committee to review the draft bill that has
already been drafted for acting as per the instructions furnished by the Cabinet of Ministers.

h) Legitimate incorporation of Selacine Television Institute

Selacine Television Institute which was under the supervision of the Ministry of Mass Media
was legitimately incorporated on 20.06.2023 under the name Selacine Media Solutions (Pvt.)
Ltd by the Department of Companies Registration in par with the Companies Act No. 07 of
2007.

The Department of Companies Registration has issued the Certificate of Incorporation of a
Private Company in relation to that. Accordingly, the process of incorporation of the institute

has been completed.

1.5 Implementation of Digitalization of Terrestrial Television Broadcasting (DTTB)

project in Sri Lanka

Sri Lanka should also adapt to the global trend of terrestrial television broadcasting moving
from analog to digital. The current technology has gradually become obsolete and has to face
the challenges of maintaining the broadcasting system and meeting the need for additional
television channels. While the most efficient digital technology exists, further use of analog
technology will result in a waste of frequency spectrum and the ability to use those frequency

ranges for other telecommunication services will be lost.

Since most of the countries reach digital technology, analog transmitters are no more
manufactured in the overseas market. Therefore, the relevant transmitters should have to get
manufactured from the relevant manufacturing companies spending a considerable cost.
Furthermore, maintenance purposes and extensions as well as purchase of new utilities
consume a huge portion of foreign exchange whereas it is a considerable challenge confronted
by both media institutions and the Government. In addition, the electricity consumption is
much higher as well. Therefore, continuation of this service within the same scenario leads to

escalation of cost of the service institutions.
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Morefully, most of the housing units still stick to analog services owing to the payment nature

of television institutions that render payment basis telecasting services.

Although several steps had been taken in 2009 under the terrestrial DVB-T technology and in
the year 2010 under the DVB-T2 technology to convert the existing analog terrestrial
television broadcasting to digital terrestrial television broadcasting by the Ministry of Mass
Media and Information as well as the Telecommunication Regulatory Commission the
projects could not be implemented as there was no provision for it.

Expected coverage area of Digitalisation of Terrestrtial Television Broadcasting Project

Since the submission of the first Cabinet Memorandum in 2009, the Ministry of Mass Media
and Information was the body taken the initiative to implement the digitization process, and
the full assistance to formulate the Digital Broadcasting Road Map for the implementation of
the digitization process by establishing technical standards was rendered by the

Telecommunication Regulatory Commission.

In the meantime, after a feasibility study conducted under the JICA Institute, it was proposed
to adapt the Japanese ISDB-T technology to suit Sri Lanka. Accordingly, in order to
implement the digitization project, the Government of Sri Lanka entered into a Japanese Soft
Loan Agreement on 23 September 22014, and the Ministry of Media and Information started

its activities in October 2014.
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Since this project, which was scheduled to end in December 2021, was not implemented as
planned, the then Hon. President as the Minister of Technology and the Hon. Minister of Mass
Media jointly directed the cabinet memorandum No. APA /21/0621/316/016 dated April 01,
2021 under the caption "Implementation of the project to digitize Sri Lanka's terrestrial
television broadcasting under Japanese loan assistance (SLP 112)". The approval of the
cabinet of ministers was granted for the implementation of this project with the updated

technology was granted on 04.28.2021.

The biggest benefit to the government from adopting digital technology is the ability to free up
more of the currently used frequency spectrum. Therefore, it will be possible to use that
frequency range for 5G wireless broadband services, and this will facilitate the transfer of the
latest technology to rural areas. Also, it will be possible to increase the number of TV channels

in the future.

Instead of individual broadcasting networks run by all broadcasting operators, establishing a
single operator as Digital Broadcast Network Operator (DBNO) is an advantage for the

television broadcaster.

Also, a lot of money spent by the broadcasters annually on the maintenance of broadcasting
stations that use outdated analog technology will be ended as they will not need to maintain
broadcast networks individually after the project is completed, which will also greatly reduce

maintenance costs.

The ability to watch highly digitized (digital) picture frames instead of receiving the weak
signals experienced in analog systems, the ability to install one antenna in the home for all TV
channels instead of individual TV channels, the ability to enjoy all local channels in the same
quality and The main benefit to the viewer is the experience of watching high definition (HD)

television at no cost.

All operational activities related to this project and broadcasting activities in the Western
Province including Colombo are to be carried out at the Colombo Nelum Pokuna (Lotus

Tower).

The total estimated cost of this project is 17,717 Japanese Yen million. (The value of the
contribution of JICA is 13,717 million Japanese yen, and the contribution of the government is

3,505 Japanese Yen million.)

The inauguration ceremony of the official launch of the project was held on 28.12.2021 under

the chairmanship of the Hon. Minister of Mass Media.
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Progress of the project up to 30" September 2023
The project management unit was established and the implementation of this project was
inaugurated on 15.07.2021.

Although the Department of Management Services planned to recruit 25 posts out of the 27
posts approved on 05.06.2014, except for 02 posts, the same department has approved only a
staff of 05 members on 23.08.2021. Accordingly, the work of the project is currently being
carried out by a team of only four. However, in par with the recommendation of the report of
National Operation Room Committee for recommendations of the committee appointed for
project offices and management units of development projects, the project activities are
operated with only two officer staff by now owing to the current economic crisis.

(i) As the technical advisory support is to be obtained from Japan, a project consultant was
selected by the Advisory Procurement Committee appointed by the Cabinet of Ministers
as per the relevant procurement procedures on the concurrence of the JICA. Here, after
several rounds of discussions with the selected consultant under the advice and guidance
of the Secretary to the Ministry, the procurement committee was able to reduce the
consultancy fee offered by them by more than one billion rupees. This is a great

achievement by the Government of Sri Lanka.

Accordingly, the report of the procurement committee was submitted to the Cabinet of

Ministers to obtain the relevant approval and the Cabinet of Ministers has approved it.

Due to the current economic crisis in the country, the Japanese government has
temporarily suspended the disbursement of allocations for all JICA projects, it is looked
forward to reinitiate consultation work agreed with the relevant consultant entity once the

disbursements are operative.

(i) A Steering Committee has been appointed to oversee the activities of the project under the
chairmanship of the Secretary to this Ministry and members representing the Ministry of
Finance, the Department of National Planning, the Telecommunications Regulatory

Commission and the Sri Lanka Television Corporation. JICA acts as an observer.

(iii) In parallel with the development works of the project, the current existing legal system in
the country should be completely revised to implement a new digital system along with
the completion of the existing analogue broadcasting activities through this project.
Accordingly, these draft laws will be passed and eventually the Digital Broadcasting
Network Operator (DBNO) institute will be established. It is estimated that it will take
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about 02 years for this. Accordingly, the bill is currently being drafted by a committee
appointed by the Ministry.

(iv) The acquisition of land required for the establishment of the 16 broadcasting stations
spread across the country as proposed, should also be done before starting the consultancy
services in the initial phase of this project. Accordingly, the draft MoUs to be signed with
the Sri Lanka Television Corporation, the Independent Television Service and the
Telecommunications Regulatory Commission have been forwarded to those institutions.

Arrangements are also being made for other land acquisitions.

(v) For the year 2023 Rs. 50 Mn local provisions and Rs. 280 million foreign grants have been
provided and the expenditure upto 30th September 2023 is Rs. 06 Mn.

The technical evaluation committe has evaluated the report comprised of technical
standards details provided by Japan on 12.07.2023 in relation to this project. A report
included particulars recognized at the said evaluation was directed to Japanese Embassy

and it is expected to furnish a report prepared including their observations.

1.7 Challenges in the media sector
1.7.1 Introduction of digital technology for telecasting in Sri Lanka

It has become a need of the hour to introduce improved digital technology under the new
technical conditions which is utilized by many countries in the world instead of the analog

digital technology currently in use in Sri Lanka. Especially since analogue technology is
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being phased out, future maintenance of broadcast equipment based on that technology is
problematic. Furthermore, the introduction of digital technology allows for the more
efficient use of new frequency ranges and the ability to broadcast a greater number of
television channels through digital technology through the frequency ranges required for
television channels that are transmitted by analog technology, which lead to massive
operating costs reduction.

1.7.2 Introduction of an unbiased broadcasting rating system

Rating in broadcasting is a critical factor for advertising agencies in broadcasting and
telecasting advertising. The ratings data has the potential to disproportionately control the
economic viability of broadcasters, influencing everything from program line-ups to
content. Ratings did not take place when only state radio and television channels were in
operation and private ratings started a couple of years after the relaxation of restrictions in
the broadcasting sector, giving space to private companies. Although these ratings are
widely utilized by advertisers in contracting advertisements to advertising firms, some
broadcasters are not satisfied with this method. Therefore, this ministry should introduce

an unbiased broadcasting rating system.

This Department, a production
entity which assumes a factory environment in its nature, by having undertaken to execute all
kinds of urgent, important and confidential printing work for all government and semi
government institutions including Presidential Secretariat, Prime Minister’s Office and Sri
Lanka Parliament with high quality finish and precisely timed service delivery, has assured the
trust reposed in it by the institutions concerned. Under this exercise, the publishing of the
government notifications by the Gazettes of Government, parliamentary printing work such as
Hanzard Reports and Order Books, printing work of school text books, Dhamma School text
books, postal stamps, visa stickers and general forms of all description and the meeting of other
printing needs of the entire array of Ministries and Departments are undertaken to be carried out
by this Department.

The Department of Government Printing executes an endless mission to give out all types of
finished printing products of very high quality, particularly making use of the letter-press and
off-set printing methods as well as to promptly deliver and communicate the  necessary

information across internet via its website, www.documents.gov.lk as of now.

The total revenue in arrears was Rs. 503.69
million as on 31.12.2022 including the Rs. 78.07 million of revenue in arrears before the year
2009 and Rs. 155.15 million out of that has been recovered. Accordingly, the amount further
payable in relation to the period before 31.12.2022 was Rs. 343.47 million as on 31.08.2023.

The Sri Lanka Postal Department, which is working towards generating income by following a
strategic development plan with the aim of zeroing the gap between income and expenditure in
the year 2025, is unwaveringly committed to offer convenient postal rates to the general public,
provide free of charge services to various government institutions as well as render various
social care services to the people in distress in addition to show dedication to achieving
sustainable development goals.

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5.0 Sri Lanka Broadcasting Corporation

5.1 Introduction

Sri Lanka Broadcasting Corporation, with a history of over ninety eight years in its own
possession is the first and the foremost communication institution of its kind to have engaged
from that date of the past to this present date in an invaluable socio-communication mission
reaching out to the high quality imaginative strengths of the Sri Lankan masses and communities
with the country’s sustainable development in mind. Breaking the monopoly of radio
communication after the decade of 80, the Corporation engages itself in a mission confronted
with a competitive commercialization amidst diverse challenges in the face of the emerging
development of the FM broadcasts whilst at the same time preserving its inherent nationalism.
The Corporation has been established and identified itself as an institution dedicated to the
development of human resources in the country and the maintenance of values of a host of areas
in the society including political knowledge, updated information, art, music, religious

communication and social coexistence.

This institution which was reestablished on the 5 of October 1949 as an independent entity by
the name of the Broadcasting Department underwent a transformation changing its name to be
called as the Sri Lanka Broadcasting Corporaion (SLBC) as from the 05" of January 1967. Over
the years thereafter, the Sri Lanka Broadcasting Corporation being in the forefront of the
broadcasting communication as the pioneer media network encircling its listener base acts as a

“provider of facilities” catering to the diverse social needs.

At present, the Sri Lanka Broadcasting Corporation operates 06 National Broadcasting Services,
06 Regional Services and one Community Radio Service. Accordingly, there are 03 Sinhala
Services carried on by the Corporation as the Sinhala Swadeshiya (National) Service, Sinhala
Commercial Service and the City FM Service together with the Tamil Service with 02 services
by the name of Tamil Service and the Thendral Service in the medium of Tamil language as well
as an English language service called Radio Sri Lanka as national services. There are 06 FM
Services in operation by the name of Rajarata, Kandurata, Ruhuna, Yapanaya, Wayamba and

Pirei in addition to a Community Radio Service called Dambana Service.

The local transmission network via Frequency Modulation (FM) of the Sri Lanka Broadcasting
Corporaion covers the entire island through its 08 FM Relay Stations. The overseas broadcasting
is undertaken by the Relay Station at Trincomalee via Medium Wave (MW) in addition to Short
Wave (SW) and through the Relay Station at Puttlam via Medium Wave. The Sri Lanka
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Broadcasting Corporation engaged itself in a reliable and forthright media mission has reached
out to the path heading towards linking the international parlance through its website in order to
keep in touch with the listeners more closely.

The Sri Lanka Rupavahini Corporation (SLRC) rendering a pioneering service among the
national media channels is a donation from the Government of Japan to the Government of Sri
Lanka and was established by the Sri Lanka Rupavahini Corporation Act, No. 06 of 1982. The
relevant Act has provided for the task of carrying on of a television broadcasting service in this
country and the development, expansion and furtherance of such service and the matters

connected therewith or incidental thereto.

Main activities, among other things, of the Sri Lanka Rupavahini Corporation stand out the work
involving the production and broadcast of the programmes. Sri Lanka Rupavahini Corporation
has been able to acquire and be in possession of the modern technological methods and devices
such as digital technology for providing the viewer audiences with high quality creations in
concert with the rapidly changing television technology. As the national channel, Sri Lanka
Rupavahini Corporation carries out its national obligation while striving unwaveringly to
accomplish its financial stability focusing on the commercial aspects as well to be able to

become an entity of self-finance generation.

Furthermore, the SLRC shoulders the national media responsibility as the national channel by
educating the multi-lingual people speaking different languages beaming programmes of
education, information and aesthetic flavour as well as bulletins about development activities
going on in and around the country via the television channels by the name of "Rupavahini”,
"Eye" and "Nethra".

Sri Lanka Rupavahini Corporation has been able to address the aesthetic appreciation and
knowledge of its tele viewers by producing high quality programmes that won internal and

international acclaim and featuring news items over a period of about four decades.

The Sri Lanka Rupavahini Corporation (Amendment) Act, No. 26 of 2022 was presented on the
26" of September 2022 and the Section 3 of the Sri Lanka Rupavahini Corporation Act, No. 06
of 1982 was amended by it.

6.4.1.2 Marketing

Under the circumstances of the curtailment of funds allocated for marketing propaganda
by the private sector and the restrictions imposed by the government on its institutions to
limit spending for marketing propaganda by way of treasury circulars in the face of the
economic difficulties prevailed in the country has resulted in the Corporation being subject

to put in a mammoth effort to see to its marketing income improvement.

The monthly marketing revenue which was around Rs. 80 million per month at the
beginning of the year has been able to be gradually shot up to around Rs. 120 million by
the month of September 2023.

The income generated by the programmes conducted in connection with various festive
ceremonies, religious festivals and dates marking special events in the country has been on
the increase to a greater extent in comparison to the previous years. They are as stated
below.

It has been possible to increase the income received for the production and the air time of
telecast of the lottery draws of the Development Lotteries Board by 25% up to an extent
of Rs. 60 million from the month of August 2023.

A sponsorship package worth Rs. 04 million per month has been raked in for featuring a

series of monthly programmes under the aegis of the brand name "Mortein” with a view
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to educating the general public on how to combat the dengue menace which matter is of

national importance.

6.4.1.3 Programmes

Even though the Corporation had to cover up more air time making do with the re-
broadcasts at the turn of the year in consequence of the financial crisis faced by it on the
backdrop of the difficulty in financing the production of new programmes, it has by now
strived to be able to circumvent that situation and gone on to broadcast a large array of
new programmes thanks to the patronage of the sponsors.

A series of monthly workshops is currently being set in motion all throughout the island
with the theme of the programme, "Nugasewana" which is a key branded feature of the
National Television Channel in addition to making it as a channel promotion drive.

Steps have been taken to hold about 20 "Nena Mihira™ seminars as a social care and
channel promotion mission so as to cover the difficult areas of the island in parallel to
the series of "Nena Mihira" programmes beamed on air for the purpose of the Year 5
Scholarship Examination.

A net profit in the region of Rs. 13.5 million was able to be earned during the month of
August to September 2023 through the sale of the sets of question papers that were
printed in conjunction with the "Nena Mihira" scholarship programme.

The Independent Television Network Ltd. is carried on as a state-owned public company and the
two television channels named, Independent Television (ITN) and Vasantham TV and yet
another two radio channels named, Lakhanda and Vasantham FM alongside a digital channel
named, ITN Digital meant for social media platforms are in operation for the Tamil and Sinhala

speaking community of audiences.

The Independent Television Network has in its possession a very powerful channeling potential
encompassing the whole of Sri Lanka with a wider coverage. This Network captures its audience
with a terrestrial coverage of 87% and population coverage of 91% for ITN, a terrestrial
coverage of 88% and population coverage of 93% for Lakhanda, a terrestrial coverage of 35%
and population coverage of 30% for Vasantham TV and a terrestrial coverage of 80% and

population coverage of 87% for Vasantham FM.

The Independent Television was able to line up and present programmes of the highest quality
standards comprising entertainment, news and very latest events and it has now earned a good
name and style, reputation and high recognition as the family channel advocating the cultural,

social and religious values of Sri Lanka.

7.4.1 Physical Progress

7.4.1.1 Coverage area expansion of the Vasantham TV Channel

There was a budget proposal approved for the year 2018 for the improvement and expansion of
the coverage area of theVVasantham TV Channel so as to enable the Sri Lankan Tamil speaking
people in this country to watch clear pictures and produce and telecast local Tamil programmes.
Accordingly, the total estimated treasury allocation of the project that got underway was Rs. 314
million. Due to the non-availability of expected funds in 2019, the project period had to be
extended up until the year 2024. Even though this proposal was made to making capital funds
available for the improvement of the transmission centers under analog technology, the

Independent Television Network, with the initiation of the television digitization technology
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project in Sri Lanka in 2021, has also focused on the digitization of the independent television
media network. For the year 2022, an expenditure amounting to Rs. 46,198 million has been
incurred and necessary equipment for that purpose has been purchased. A provision of Rs. 50
million has been set aside for the purchase of equipment for the year 2023. If need be for funds
in addition to the treasury allocations, it is also expected to have the institutional funds utilized
towards that end. The activities involving the relevant procurement process required for the

purchase of necessary equipment for this year are being carried out.

Furthermore, the preliminary round of activities is being carried out in order to establish a
human resource management system towards making the human resource management matters
of the institution more efficient, introduce a broadcast scheduling system towards streamlining
the matters involving the broadcast scheduling and, also, to introduce a document management

system towards reducing the delays caused in relation to the documentation work.

In the context of the current competitive environment, the Independent Television Network as

During the course of the year 2023 as well, many a valuable programme with substance and
quality were introduced towards the enjoyment of the audiences and dissemination of
information to the people within the viewer flavour and even beyond its perimeters. And the
programmes that have been running since the past several years were also re-beamed on air for
captivating the minds of the people during this year too, so that the institution would also find
them financially beneficial. Moreover, the ITN, mindful of its social responsibility, lined up and

presented its programmes in such way as to meet such obligations as a national media channel.
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The creative human resources and the physical resources such as those of technically supportive
were effectively managed towards the production of programmes and the qualitative aspect of
the programmes was ensured in a meaningful manner. During the period under review in 2023,
TV programmes were lined up and presented for beaming in a manner that solely conforms to
corporate objectives in addition to other institutional programmes as well as externally procured

programmes.

The Associated Newspapers of Ceylon Limited known by the name of “Lake House” and the
only newspaper company owned by the state in this country was incorporated in the year 1926 as
a Public Limited Liability Company by the reputed iconic business personality, D.R.
Wijewardene Esqr. and it was later taken over by the government under the Associated
Newspapers of Ceylon Limited (Special Provisions) Act, No. 28 of 1973. 88% of the ownership
of the company is in possession of the Public Trustee on behalf of the government and the
remaining shares were held by the previous shareholders of the company prior to the takeover of
it by the government.

needs.

By resorting to these measures, Lake House will be able to provide media services sustainably

with a good standard by carrying out its business activities in a stable manner.

Towards the funding of the Voluntary Resignation Scheme, a sum amounting to Rs. 300 million
has been provided for from the state budget for the year 2023.

According to the Memorandum of Understanding entered into with the line Ministry, the
Ministry of Mass Media by the Lake House on 23.06.2023, the overall number of permanent and
contract employees will be settled down to 850 (permanent - 700 and contract - 150) as of
31.12.2024 and, the cadre constituting such a number of employees should be maintained with

maximum stability, in keeping with the needs of the company.

The Sri Lanka Press Council established under the Sri Lanka Press Council Act, No. 05 of 1973
is a statutory board functioning under the purview of this Ministry.

This is an act that has been passed to provide for the appointment of a Press Council of Sri
Lanka for streamlining the matters relating to newspapers in Sri Lanka and providing advice on
matters connected thereto and investigating certain facts related to printing or publishing in

newspapers and dealing with matters connected or incidental thereto.

A special emphasis has been laid to show guidance to the media personnel through particular
legal approaches by ethically molding them on issues of any controversial nature published in
the newspaper reports as well as to provide the media personnel with awareness programmes

with a view to raising their professional standards.

The role of the Sri Lanka Press Council is to ensure the regularization of newspapers, provision
of support for proper coordination among all sectors engaged in the newspaper production or
publication, conducting research work on use of newspapers and the needs of the newspapers,
methods of recruitment to the profession of journalism, measures related to welfare, education,

training and improvement of media personnel and any other matters related to such profession.

At present it is only allowed for
higher national diplomas. Under such circumstances the Sri Lanka Foundation has entered into
agreement with the University of Lincoln in Malaysia from 03" September 2020 to allow
degrees and post graduate degrees to be studied.

been upgraded up to degree awarding level step by step.

12.0 The Right to Information Commission

12.1 Introduction

The Right to Information Commission was established as the central oversight and enforcement
agency for empowering the information law under section 11 of the Right to Information Act.
No.12 of 2016. It is a statutorily independent body which has powers to hold inquiries into
complaints on noncompliance and to recommend disciplinary actions against offending officials.
It also has the powers to prosecute those who commit offences defined in the Act.

The Commission has the power to conduct appeal hearings and inquiries under the Act. This
included the power to examine a person under oath/ affirmation and require the person to
produce any information (Except those subject to exemptions) in his/her possession (exempted
information will be examined in confidence). The Commission has the power to inspect any
information held by a Public Authority including those are considered to be covered by the
exemptions provided in the Act. The Commission can direct a Public Authority to provide
information in particular from and/ to publish information that was withheld to the public by a
Public Authority. The Commission has the capacity to direct a Public Authority to reimburse
fees charged from a citizen when there has been a delay in providing the information. (Section
15)

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14.0 National Film Corporation

14.1 Introduction

The National Film Corporation of Sri Lanka is the sole state entity for the administration and
regulation of the film industry in this country and it was established by the Act No. 47 of 1971 as
amended by the Act No. 45 of 1980.

The National Film Corporation of Sri Lanka, which was established in the year 1947 with the
objective of salvaging the country's cinema from the invasion of foreign films and the monopoly
of private film companies, has rendered an enormous service ever since towards the

development of the film industry in the country.

The Sri Lanka National Film Corporation, considering the cinema industry as an industry in a
broader perspective, stands in for the entire viewer audience in a host of aspects such as
imposition of laws and regulations so as to protect diverse small, medium and large-scale
professional sectors, maintenance of the Studio at Dalugama for the personnel directly involved
in cinema, provision of the post film production services on the basis of concessionary rates or
concessionary soft loans, incentivising the film producers and film productions, control over the
cinema ticket prices, monitoring of the film exhibition process and control over the standards of

cinema theatres.

Moreover, the National Film Corporation of Sri Lanka has been entrusted with the national
responsibility of undertaking the programmes with a view to socially integrating the aesthetic
pleasure of the cinema and its educational value reckoning it as a culture, programmes to
offering awards, prizes and scholarships for motivating the personnel in the employ of the
cinema industry and for appreciating their cinematic work as well as programmes for the sake of
the social security of the cinema artists.

A period of 52 years has gone past since the establishment of the National Film Corporation of
Sri Lanka and the cinema technology of the world as at present has been transformed into
digitalized technology. Accordingly, the main challenge thrown before the National Film
Corporation of Sri Lanka in the ensuing period ahead of it is to take the lead in bringing about
adjustments for the sake of the future sustenance of the field of cinema in the face of the ever-

changing new technology and strive to further strengthening the cinema as an industry.

This programme got underway with the

objective of providing some sort of a pension, loan, stipend or similar benefit to a person

whether he is continuously employed or not after reaching the age of 60 years, extending some

kind of assistance when he is unable to engage in his profession due to any physical or mental

infirmity, and offering a certain amount for death gratuity on his behalf in case of death. This
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exercise is still up and running continuously and the Corporation Trust is expected to be further

strengthened in the year 2024.

It is a timely need that a new institutional framework is established so as to making the National
Film Corporation enable to step out of the business activities in the film industry and play a role
in relation to the policy making process and regulatory function required for the advancement,

In the same vein, it is expected to develop the local film industry in such a manner as to attract
local and foreign investors through the film industry, and thereby focus on the ability of earning
tax revenue to the government coffers directly or indirectly and come up with suitable strategies
for it.

Accordingly, the National Film Corporation of Sri Lanka is working in line with the decision of
the Cabinet of Ministers pertaining to the Cabinet Memorandum submitted in relation to the
introduction of a new Act so as to enable it to establish an independent regulatory commission
having amended/repealed the National Film Corporation Act, No. 47 of 1971 and is also in
pursuit of the establishment of a "National Film Development Commission™ by way of a new Act
in tandem with the establishment of an independent body that regulates the entire industry instead
of the National Film Corporation engaging itself in the business task with the continuance of the

cinema circuits.

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15.0 Public Performance Board

15.1 Introduction

The Public Performance Board has been established under the Public Performance Ordinance,
No. 07 of 1912 to deal with public performances concerning the Sri Lankan society and the
primary role of this Board is to go into the censoring of the films, stage dramas and shows
presented for public exhibition and grant approval for them after determining as to whether they
are suitable for public exhibition.

The Board, delivering an efficient service towards the betterment of the field of arts, also
undertakes the issuance of classification certificates for the performances meant for public
exhibition. This Ordinance of 1912 was amended in the years 1918 and 1919 and a permanent
Performance Board of Control was established by the enactment of Ordinance No. 23 of 1952.

This Act was again subject to revision in 1956 and amendments were made in the years 1961
(No. 41), 1964 (No. 26) and 1969 (No. 11). According to the 1961 amendment, the original
Ordinance became an Act limited only to public exhibitions.

15.7 Programmed in operation during the year 2023

i. Installation of the Digital Cinema Package (DCP) machine and the cinema screen and
completion of the preliminary round of work thereof.

ii. The stipend paid to the panel of censors for watching movie previews has been increased.

iii. Amendment of license fees has been made operative through Gazette Extraordinary No.
2344/40 and it is now in force with effect from 15.08.2023. And as such, it is expected to
have the deficit in income and expenditure of the Board cushioned from the next year
onwards and run the affairs of the institution without any burden of cost to the state.

iv. The work involving the revision of the Public Performance Board Act will be undertaken by

the committee appointed by the Secretary to the President.

15.8 Projects proposed to be implemented during the year 2024

Following the completion of the renovation work of the DCP machinery, expansion of the
income generation activities will be widened by providing the cinema hall to external
organizations and individuals, in addition to the film pre-visualization activities of the Board.
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16.0 Lankapuvath Limited

16.1 Introduction

Lankapuvath, the national news agency was inaugurated in the year 1978 in parallel to the
international news agencies in line with a concept of the UNESCO upon receipt of the
membership of the Organization of Asia Pacific New Agencies (OANA) and Non-Aligned News
Agency Pool (NANAP). Lankapuwath is an institution with legal individuality registered under
the Companies Act, No. 07 of 2007. Lankapuwath, the national news agency is the first ever and

the only such news agency in Sri Lanka.

The Board of Directors of Lankapuvath consists of representatives from Associated Newspapers
of Ceylon Limited, Sri Lanka Rupavahini Corporation, Sri Lanka Broadcasting Corporation,

Independent Television Network and Express Newspapers Limited.

Lankapuvath, the national news agency was also appointed as an official media partner of the
International Convention on War Prevention in the year 2015 and is considered to be

shouldering a national responsibility of the country regardless of any race, party or colour.

= This institute is gearing itself in the dissemination of national roles across the world by
exchanging news from Sri Lanka with more than 154 countries with the national news
agencies of the respective countries such as PTI, YONHAP, JIJI, XINHUWA, KYODO and
ANSA.

16.4 Financial Position of the Agency
Mobitel earns nearly Rs. 90,000 per month through the Lankapuwath short message

news service (SMS).

16.5 Future Actions
