The National Film Corporation, the Public Performance Board and the Selacine Television Institute have
been assigned to function under the Ministry of Buddha Sasana, Religious and Cultural Affairs by the
Gazette Extraordinary No. 2412/08 dated 25.11.2024.

1.6 Progress and Future Vision — 2024

1.6.1 Implementation of the Right to Information Act, No. 12 of 2016

The Ministry of Mass Media is entrusted with the responsibility of implementing and socially
integrating the Right to Information Act which came into force as from the 04" of August 2016
through the Parliament of Sri Lanka. Commenced being operative to implement as from the 03" of
February 2017, the primary objective of the Right to Information Act was to give effect to the due
implementation of the principles of democracy and good governance in the country thereby
establishing a responsible public service void of any corruption ensuring the right of the people to
know the official information of the government. The Ministry of Mass Media was instrumental in
actively contributing towards the continuous social integration of this Act right from the year 2017
itself.

Carrying out the tasks assigned to the Ministry of Mass Media in accordance with the Right to
Information Act, No. 12 of 2016 and the execution of coordination work with the Right to
Information Commission.

In this exercise, the liaison work in concert with the Right to Information Act was carried on
according to the relevant method of requesting information. Annual, semi-annual as well as bi-
monthly status reports numbering 20 have so far been furnished to the Right to Information
Commission. Furthermore, the work got to be attended by the Commission in connection with
citizens or public authorities and the various requests made by the Right to Information Commission

were referred to the respective institutions.

1.6.2 Provision of consultancy services concerning the Right to Information Act
During the year 2024, formal consultancy services in this regard have been offered on a daily basis.
The formal consultancy services have been provided to 930 persons as of 31.12.2024. In this

endeavor, providing consultancy services to the citizens in connection with the Information Act as



well as educating those who make visits looking to study and do research on the Right to Information

Act is undertaken.

1.6.3 Carrying on and upgrading of the Official Website (www.rti.gov.lk) of the Right to
Information

The objective in this regard is to provide the opportunity for citizens to make effective use of the
Right to Information Act. It also focuses on the increased awareness of the citizens on their right to
information and the provision of necessary information to their info-seeking requests. It is important
in this connection to give publicity to the programs to be conducted in the future. Furthermore, a new
website being hosted by the Ministry officials in a manner capable of using very efficiently and
effectively on matters concerning the right to information was designed and set in motion.

1.6.4 Carrying on and upgrading of the Official E-mail Address (rti@media.gov.lK) of the Right to
Information

A new email address is maintained under the control of the Ministry officials in place of the e-mail
address previously used by the Right to Information Unit. In this exercise, the forms of requests
seeking information sent by the citizen via e-mail will be forwarded to the relevant institutions. And
the replies will also be furnished to the e-mails referred to seeking answers to the problems the

citizens and the officers at the public authorities are faced with.

1.6.5 Distribution of the Information Officer Manual, Training Guidelines and Leaflets on the
Right to Information

23 programs related to the Right to Information Act to educate public officers in the capacity of
Trainers of Trainers and citizens were held throughout the island and 6669 Officer Manuals, Training
Guidelines and Leaflets have been distributed to the participants of such programs. The distribution
of these publications is expected to keep the knowledge of the information officers of the institutions
enhanced and updated.

1.6.6 Updating the database on Designated Officers and Information Officers in the Public
Authorities

Particulars regarding the newly appointed Information Officers and the Designated Officers in the
Public Authorities are forwarded to the Division. A database containing details of those officers is
available on website and is updated on a routine basis. 4231 of such new particulars have been
updated on the database as of 31.12.2021.

1.6.7 Featuring a Facebook page and giving publicity in social media on the Right to Information
Act

The task of raising awareness among citizens about the Right to Information Act through the RTI

Facebook page targeting the community of youth in particular with the purpose of educating them

on the subject is gathering momentum at an attractive pace. The number of overall users on Facebook
counted to 3620 during the year 2024. The information with regard to training programs for
Information Officers and Trainers of Trainers, when conducted by our Division, is published on
Facebook on the very same day. The details of 15 such programs have been updated in the year 2024

alone.

1.6.8 Awareness Programs on the Right to Information Act
16 programs to educate selected officers in the Public Authorities in the districts of Colombo and

Gampaha were conducted and the number of officers participated therein was 2105.

1.6.9 International Right to Information Day Commemoration — 2024

a) Eventhough the International Right to Information Day commemoration for the year 2024 was
scheduled on the 28" of September, the event was celebrated on 10.12.2024, the date on which
the commemoration of International Human Rights Day fell due, with the Hon. Deputy Minister
of Health and Mass Media presiding over at the Tharangani Hall of the National Film
Corporation, owing to the period of elections that coincided.

b) 350 Information Officers and subject officials from all Ministries participated in this program.

c) An all Island Poster Competition for the School and open categories and an all island Short
Film Competition for schools in conjunction with the Ministry of Education was held in parallel
to the International Right to Information Day celebrations for the year 2024 and the prizes and
certificates were given away to the respective winners.

d) A survey on the performance of all Ministries concerning the disclosure of progressive
information was conducted in collaboration with the Verite Research Institute and the respective

survey report was published on 10.12.2024.

1.6.10 Publication of the ‘PAVATHA’
‘PAVATHA’ was published as a Special Newspaper Supplement together with the newspapers of
Dinamina and Thinakaran in the mediums of Sinhala and Tamil languages respectively by Lake

House on 10.12.2024 and it was also released to be circulated online simultaneously.

1.7 Formulation of the National Media Policy

The Ministry of Mass Media embarked on the task of formulating a national media policy towards a
systematic guidance in the sphere of mass media and an expert committee comprising State Media
Heads, university scholars, veterans in the field, lawyers, representatives from the association of

electronic transmitters and representatives from the Editors’ Guild was appointed for the purpose.



The said committee in association with the following focused groups went into action towards
drawing up the preliminary draft of the National Media Policy by holding 07 rounds of discussion
covering all stakeholders.

I. Academic

ii. Mass Media Associations
iii. Rights-Based Organizations

iv. Electronic and Print Media Institutions

v. Discussions centered on the Northern Province
vi. Discussions centered on the Eastern Province
vii. School Media Clubs

As it was considered very important to have the viewpoints of the media personnel and the social
activists in the field of media from the Northern and Eastern Provinces in this exercise, 02 rounds of
discussions were held with such focused groups at the District Secretariats of Jaffna and Batticaloa
and it was able at that juncture to identify issues inherent to such regions and obtain new views and

suggestions.

The preliminary draft of the National Media Policy formulated intending to drive the field of media
in a new direction with the avoidance of common weaknesses observed in the field of media adopting
a more streamlined and practical approach as regards the views and suggestions obtained from all
stakeholders through these formal channels has been referred to the Department of National Planning

on 28.03.2024 for further action necessary in that regard.

1.8 Awareness Program for the media journalists organized by the Ministry of Mass Media
under grants from the United Nations Development Program (UNDP)

The Ministry of Mass Media signed the Project of Countering Hate Speech through Education &
Advocacy for Improving Social Cohesion in Sri Lanka (PBF) on the 21% of November 2021 in
conjunction with the United Nations Development Program (UNDP) under the Project of Secrtary
General’s Peace Building Funds. Furthermore, on 12.05.2023, it also inked the agreement for

extending the said project for the ensuing period of 09 months.

This program under the financial contribution of such a project has been planned out to be
implemented for the groups of Media Administrators, Editors and Technical and Regional Media
Journalists with the aim of establishing a positive media morality and elevating the standards of
professionalism of the media journalists in general. An expert panel comprising university scholars

and veterans of the respective field has been chosen as resource persons for this program.



As a first step of this project, the program presided over by the Hon. Minister of Mass Media and the
Resident Representative of the United Nations Development Program, to raise awareness among
Electronic Media Heads and Print Media Heads was successfully conducted on the 02" and 03™ of
August this year under the theme of ‘Unlocking the Power of Media’. Consensus reached at the
minimum level towards good media ethics was brought to a draft document at this event.

As the targeted second group of personnel, the journalists playing a special role in the newsrooms of
the media institutions were asked to take part in an awareness program on 27.09.2023 and the
minimum agreements reached for a good media morality were presented for further discussion.
Accordingly, the Regional Media Journalists’ Awareness Program was conducted for 373 of such

journalists covering 9 provinces.
1.9 Establishment of a Mass Media Higher Education Institute with state patronage

Plans have been drawn out to set up an independent institute known as the Chartered Institute of
Media Professionals of Sri Lanka parallel to the Institute of Chartered Accountants of Sri Lanka
based on the presently established Chartered Institute of Journalists in Great Britain with the state
patronage under the Ministry of Mass Media with a view to raising the standards of professionalism
of the mass media journalists engaged in the field of mass media. The draft Bill for the setting up of
this institute has been finalized and referred to the Attorney General's Department for necessary
approvals following the approval of the Cabinet of Ministers. It is expected to award the Chartership
status to the journalists through this institute. This media institute of higher education is expected to
produce perfectly competent journalists and media professionals with the required knowledge and

capability.
1.10 Presidential Media Awards Ceremony 2023

Approval of the Cabinet of Ministers has been received to hold a Presidential Media Awards
Ceremony with a view to recognizing the need to appreciate the mission and the contribution the
mass media journalists carry out and make towards bringing about a quality media culture.
Accordingly, this Awards Ceremony has been held by the Ministry of Mass Media in the year 2019
for the first time to be applicable to the year 2018. At this Awards Ceremony, 51 awards covering
all three languages for the four fields of Radio, Television, Newspapers and Websites have been
given away. Even though arrangements were made thereafter to hold this Presidential Media Awards
Ceremony annually, the ceremonies applicable for the years 2020, 2021 and 2022 could not however
be organized due to the unavailability of funds, the COVID —19 pandemic and the prevailing

economic crisis.



The National Budget for the year 2024 set aside a sum mounting to Rs. 20 Mn. for the purpose of
conducting the awards ceremony in 2024 with respect to the year 2023, approval for which was
granted on 01.10.2024 by the Minister at that time. Accordingly, all heads of private and state media
institutions were summoned on 08.10.1024 to officially announce the holding of the event,
‘Presidential Media Awards Ceremony 2024°.

Applications for holding the Presidential Media Awards Ceremony 2024 were invited subjecting the
creative works with respect to the year 2023 to evaluation for a total 54 awards inclusive of 50
Category Awards and 04 Life Time Awards and a good deal of applications close upon to 1005 in

that connection has accordingly been received.

As such, the Steering Committee overseeing the organizational work in this regard has been
appointed and a panel of experts constituting university professors, lecturers and veterans of the field
by now have finalized the selection of awards and further arrangements are underway to conduct this

prestigious event.

1.11 Registration of News Websites

All the news websites should be registered under the Ministry of Mass Media in pursuance of the
Cabinet Decision No. 12 /1037/37/019-1 of 13.08.2012. A sum amounting to Rs. 25,000/- for the
registration of each website and a sum to the value of Rs. 10,000/- for the renewal of such registration
should be credited to the Ministry. 27 news websites have been registered while websites numbering
37 have been renewed under the Ministry during the year 2024.

1.12 Issuance of Television and Radio Broadcasting Licenses

The basal statutes applicable to the subject of telecasting and broadcasting in Sri Lanka are the Sri
Lanka Broadcasting Corporation Act, No. 37 of 1966 and the Sri Lanka Rupavahini Corporation
Act, No. 06 of 1982 respectively. Licenses for the carrying on of the private broadcasting and
telecasting services have been granted by the Ministry in terms of the provisions set out in the statutes
referred to above.

Furthermore, 15 broadcasting channels including the two state channels, namely, Sri Lanka
Broadcasting Corporation and the Independent Television Network Ltd. with its regional services
are being carried on while 05 television channel services are being carried on through the two
institutions, Sri Lanka Rupavahini Corporation and the Independent Television Network Ltd.
Approval of the Cabinet of Ministers has been received for introducing a common format in order to
bring about a uniformity in the radio and TV licenses issued as at present towards a conducive media
journalism safeguarding the freedom of speech and expression at its maximum level. By this
juncture, the common format prepared after the review of the hitherto issued radio and TV licenses
by a committee appointed by the Ministry of Mass Media has been referred to the Attorney General’s
Department for legal advice of the Attorney General.

1.13 Awareness Program for Regional Mass Media Journalists — ‘Journalism with Care’

A series of programs to raise awareness among regional mass media journalists as regards media
reporting of the children was conducted in December for 166 centering the districts of Colombo,
Jaffna, Kandy and Galle under the financial contribution of the United Nations International
Children’s Emergency Fund (UNICEF).

The foremost objective of this exercise was to educating them on legal provisions for inspiring them

towards ethical media reporting and thereby bringing about a more conducive media culture.

1.14 Introduction of a Code of Ethics for journalists, focusing on safeguarding the dignity of
women and ethnical / religious minorities

The Ministry of Mass Media has been entrusted with the task of introducing a code of ethics for
journalists, focusing on safeguarding the dignity of women and ethnical / religious minorities under
the ‘National Action Plan in Sri Lanka for the Implementation of the Proposals on Women, Peace
and Protection of the Security Council of the United Nations 2023 - 2927°. An expert committee has
been appointed for this purpose and the views of the stakeholders are expected to be obtained once

the drafting process is brought to a close.
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1.15 “Asi Disi” Media Scholarship Programme
The Ministry of Mass Media implements the ‘Asi Disi” Media Scholarship Programme annually with

the aim of elevating the professionalism of the Sri Lankan journalists.

The journalists, freelance journalists, regional media journalists and web journalists between the age
group of 18-55 who have completed a period of service for three years and are employed on a full
time or part time basis in the recognized electronic and print media institutions in the island may

apply for this scholarship program.

Furthermore, the course applied for should be a course directly related to the field of journalism and
the applicants should have obtained the Media Identity Card issued to them by the Department of

Government Information.

Under this scholarship scheme, a grant of Rs. 200,000 for reading a degree or post-graduate degree
and Rs.100,000 for following a short-term or long-term certificate course under an institute
recognized by the government is made available. Opportunity has been provided to make 50% of the

course fee at the commencement of the course and the balance under two installments.

This free scholarship scheme offers journalists the opportunity to reap the benefits twice and they
may apply for the scholarship for the second instance after a lapse of 5 years following the

completion of the course subsequent to qualifying for the first instance.

This program in operation continuously from the year 2006 has awarded 1033 scholarships up to the
year 2024. The General Treasury has provided Rs. 5 Mn. during the year 2024 for this purpose as
allocation. Applications have been called for from the journalists to provide scholarships with respect
to this year. The eligible mass media journalists for granting scholarships are selected by a board of

interviews.

1.16 Levying of taxes for imported teledramas, films and commercial programs

This Ministry levies tax for the imported programmes relayed by the television channels in
accordance with the regulations imposed by the Finance Act, No. 11 of 2016.

Clearance certificates have been issued for 1920 imported tele-dramas, films and commercial
programmes up to the 31% of December 2024 while the amount of tax charged was Rs. 121.35 Mn.The
amount was credited to the Consolidated Fund of the General Treasury. For this purpose, 28 board
of examination members have been detailed and the telecasting approvals have been granted by the
subcommittees consisting of three persons through 316 of such subcommittee sessions on a routine

basis.

1.17 Amending the Acts of the affiliated institutions belonging to the scope of mass media
according to timely needs

The Acts and the Articles of Association of the legally incorporated institutions, namely, the Sri
Lanka Rupavahini Corporation, the Sri Lanka Broadcasting Corporation, the Independent Television
Network, the Associated Newspapers of Ceylon Ltd. (Lake House), the Sri Lanka Press Council and
the Sri Lanka Foundation coming under the scope of the Ministry of Mass Media have been prepared
about 35 years ago in concert with the then prevailed economic, social and cultural needs and there
have been no recent reviews on such laws. And also, the laws and statutes put into practice by the
government institutions such as the Department of Posts, the Department of Government Information
and the Department of Government Printing in their routine duties are those passed about five
decades ago. Even though the private sector media institutions and those engaged in similar functions
and services have come a long way forward competitively in adapting to the present-day needs, the
way forward march of the state media and related state entities has slowed down due to being in the
confinement of the outdated laws, rules and regulations.

Moreover, the acts, laws and statutes within the purview of the Ministry should be amended in
advance to suit future issues that may arise with digital technology and the amendments to the
existing regulations have been initiated to enable them to adapt to the rapidly changing technological
and social interests to be able to overcome the fierce competition in the media sector and to make
room for the institutional structures required for standing up to it independently and also, to be able

to go forward in tandem with it.
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1.17.1 Progress in the task of amending the Acts of the affiliated institutions belonging to the scope
of mass media in a timely manner

(a) Amendment of the Sri Lanka Foundation Act, No. 31 of 1973

In pursuance of the Cabinet approval, the amendment of the Act has been sent to the Legal Draftsman
on 01.04.2024. Accordingly, the Legal Draftsman, forwarding the amended preliminary draft to the
Ministry, has informed on 18.09.2013 that it requires approval of the present Cabinet of Ministers
for further action thereon to go ahead. Necessary action has been taken in this regard keeping the

current governing body of the Sri Lanka Foundation informed as well.

(b) Amendment of the Sri Lanka Press Council Act, No. 05 of 1973

The draft bill of the Sri Lanka Press Council with the focus on amending it in a manner requiring
only for the print media was presented to the Cabinet of Ministers on 23.10.2013 and the decision of
the Cabinet of Ministers in that regard was that no further action on such amendments was needed
at that juncture.

However, action is being taken to refer it to the Cabinet of Ministers once again as the revision of

the Sri Lanka Press Council Act is considered to be a timely need.
(c) Amendment of Acts governing The Department of Posts

Amendment of the Post Office Guarantee Ordinance, No. 01 of 1931 — Chapter 473 as amended by
the Acts, No. 09 of 1989, No. 23 of 1943, No. 56 of 1952 and No. 46 of 1958

Approval of the Cabinet of Ministers has been received for amending the Acts. The amendments
required for the respective Bill are currently being worked out by the Legal Draftsman whose letter
dated 01.10.2024 has informed the Ministry that the approval of the present Cabinet of Ministers is

required for moving the subject matter forward.

Amendment of the Post Office Ordinance, No. 11 of 1908 — Chapter 190 as amended by the Acts,
No. 31 of 1955, and No. 24 of 1957 and Law, No. 06 of 1973

The Revision Committee of the Post Offices Ordinance has prepared the final draft in this regard
after having discussed over 88 sections in the Post Office Ordinance taking into consideration the
amendments for inclusion. Action will be taken to submit the respective Cabinet Memorandum.
(d) Preparing the draft bill for setting up of a professional institute of mass media known as the
Chartered Institute of Media Professionals — Sri Lanka

Cabinet approval has been granted on 23.08.2022 for the draft bill prepared for the setting up of a
higher education institute in keeping with international standards to produce media professionals
with enhanced vocational skills. The final draft is being worked out by the Legal Draftsman at this
juncture with the inclusion of the observations made by the Attorney General's Department as regards

the subject matter. However, the Legal Draftsman has informed on 10.10.2024 that it is required to
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obtain the approval of the present Cabinet of Ministers for further action in this regard to move

forward and necessary action is accordingly being taken.

(e) Establishment of the Broadcasting Regulatory Commission Act

Cabinet approval has been granted to the draft bill prepared for the introduction of an ‘Broadcasting
Regulatory Commission Act” meant for the electronic media with a view to ensuring optimum
journalism, safeguarding the freedom of speech and expression to the maximum. Accordingly, the
said draft bill has been referred to the Legal Draftsman requesting to prepare the final draft. The
preliminary draft so prepared was accordingly sent to the Attorney General for observations.
Thereafter, the observations received in return from the Attorney General have been forwarded to

the Legal Draftsman for necessary action on 01.11.2024.

Likewise, the Sri Lanka Rupavahini Corporation Act, No. 6 of 1982 and the Sri Lanka Broadcasting
Corporation Act, No. 37 of 1966 are required to be amended in parallel to the proposed ‘Broadcasting
Regulatory Commission Act’ and, as such, the Legal Draftsman has also initiated the task of drafting
it. The Legal Draftsman has informed that a decision of the new Cabinet of Ministers is required to
go ahead with the future drafting work of the two Acts referred to above.

(f) Amendment of the Film Corporation Act

The film industry has been confronted with many a problem and the ‘Sri Lanka National Film
Development Commission Act’ was drafted with a view to establishing an independent body
engaged in the regulatory function for the resuscitation of the industry. The preliminary draft was
presented to the Cabinet of Ministers and the Cabinet Decision made on 30.07.2024 in that regard
approved the establishment of an institution known as 'Film Sri Lanka’ in place of the ‘Sri Lanka

National Film Development Commission’.

In pursuance of the decision of the Cabinet of Ministers, the preliminary draft was presented to the
Legal Draftsman on 06.08.2024. The Legal Draftsman has informed that the approval of the present
Cabinet of Ministers is required for further action with regard to the draft bill concerned.

1.18 Implementation of the Digital Terrestrial Television Broadcasting Project in Sri Lanka

Sri Lanka too needs to adapt to the global trend of the transformation into the digital system from
the analogue system in its terrestrial television broadcasting. The technology existing today has
gradually become obsolete and compelled to face up to the challenges of maintaining the telecasting
system and meeting the need for additional television channels. When the most efficient digital
technology is in existence, the continued use of the analogue technology will result in a waste of
frequency spectrum and the ability to use such frequency spectrum for telecommunication services

will be missed out.
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Since many countries enter digital technology, analog transmitters are not manufactured in the
overseas market. As such, the respective communication equipment and accessories got to be
manufactured by the manufacturing agencies to suit the specific requirements at an enormous cost.
Moreover, it is a huge challenge on the part of all media institutions as well as on the government to
spend a large amount of foreign exchange when purchasing new devices for the maintenance and
improvements of such equipment and accessories. Furthermore, the electricity costs of these
communication devices are also very high, and, as such, it will result in an increased expenditure for

the institutions concerned to carry on with this type of service in the same manner of operation.

Besides, even though there are agencies providing TV services levying charges for beaming
programs, the majority of the family units are still relying on the analogue services on the nature of
the modes of payment of such TV agencies.

Despite the fact that the Ministry of Mass Media and Information and the Telecommunications
Regulatory Commission had initiated several measures and pragmatic steps towards the
transformation of the existing analogue system of terrestrial television broadcasting into the digital
system of terrestrial television broadcasting under the DVB-T system of technology in 2009 and
DVB-T2 system of technology in 2010, the project could not get off the ground for implementation

due to inadequate financial provisions for the purpose.

From the date of submission of the first Cabinet Memorandum in the year 2009, the Ministry of Mass
Media and Information has taken the initiative to get the Digitalization Process off the ground and
the Telecommunications Regulatory Commission was instrumental in extending its fullest
cooperation for formulating the Digital Broadcasting Road Map towards the implementation of the
Digitalization Process establishing the respective technological standards.

In the meantime, following a feasibility study conducted by Japan under the auspices of JICA, it was
proposed to put in place the Japanese ISDB-T technology to make it suitable for Sri Lanka.
Accordingly, the Government of Sri Lanka entered into a Japanese Soft Loan Agreement on the 23"
of September 2014 for implementing the digitization project and the Ministry of Mass Media and
Information was instrumental in initiating its work in the month of October 2014.

As this project which was scheduled to be completed in December 2021 was not operational as
planned, approval of the Cabinet of Ministers was granted to implement this project with the
upgraded technology through the Cabinet Decision No. CP/21/0621/316/016 dated 28.04.2021 in
pursuance of the Cabinet Paper dated 1% of April 2021 under the title, “Implementation of the project
to digitalize the terrestrial television broadcasting in Sri Lanka under the Japanese loan assistance”,
which was jointly submitted by the then President as the Minister of Technology and the Minister of
Mass Media.
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The biggest return to the government from adapting to the digital technology is the capability it gains
to release most of the frequency spectrum from the ones that are currently in use. As such, the
respective frequency spectrum can be made use of for the 5G wireless broadband services and it has
the capacity to facilitate the latest technology to rural areas. Furthermore, it will also be able to put

on show an increased number of television channels in the future.

Zones expected to be covered under the

Digital Terrestrial Television Broadcasting Project

It is an advantage on the part of the TV Broadcaster that he gets himself established as a single
operator in the digital broadcast network operations (DBNO) instead of the single broadcast
networks maintained by all other broadcast operators.

Likewise, the broadcasting institutions have to spend a large sum of money annually for the
maintenance of their relay stations that uses the obsolete analogue technology. On completion of the
project, they do not need to continue with the upkeep of a large expansion of broadcast networks,

thereby saving maintenance costs in huge proportions.

The ability to view very high-quality digital frames of visuals instead of weak signals experienced
in the analogue system, the facility of installing one single antenna at home for all TV channels
instead of for multiple TV streams, the access to enjoy all local channels in equal proportions as well
as the ability to enjoy high-definition (HD) television viewing experience without paying any
charges happen to be the major benefit derived on the part of the viewer audiences.

All operational activities involved in this project and the broadcasting operations in the Western
Province including Colombo are slated to be undertaken center staging the Colombo Lotus Tower

(Nelum Kuluna).
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The total estimated cost of this project is to the tune of Rs. 17,717 million Japanese Yen. (Value of
the JICA contribution is Rs. 13,717 million Japanese Yen whereas the government contribution stand
as 3,505 million Japanese Yen.) The inaugural ceremony of the official launching of this project was
held on 28.12.2021 under the chairmanship of the Hon. Minister of Mass Media.

Progress of the project up to the 31° of December 2024

The implementation work of this project got off the ground on 15.07.2021 after having set up the
Project Management Unit.

Even though it was planned to recruit a staff of 25 persons other than 02 positions out of the cadre
of 27 approved by the Department of Management Services on 05.06.2014, approval of the DMS
was granted only for a staff comprising 5 on 23.08.2021. Accordingly, the work of the project was
carried out by a staff of four persons. However, as per the recommendations made in the NOR
(National Operations Room) Committee Report concerning the recommendations of the committee
appointed to review the project offices and management units on the backdrop of the economic crisis
that prevailed during the recent past, the affairs of the project are being handled by a staff constituting
two persons at present.

i. A Japanese firm of consultancy services, on the concurrence of JICA, has been selected for
availing engineering consultancy services required for the implementation of this project by a
Cabinet Appointed Procurement Consultancy Committee (CAPCC). Subsequently, as per the
cabinet decision dated 08.08.2022, JICA had temporarily stopped providing funds for all
Japanese projects due to the economic crisis then prevailed in the country, and, as such, the
approval of the cabinet has been received for awarding the contract of the provision of
engineering consultancy services upon the recommencement of the project concerned.

ii. Instructions to recommence the temporarily suspended work of the project as from the month
of April 2022 beginning from the month of July 2024 have been received from the Office of the
Prime Minister in its letter dated 26.07.2024. In addition, the letter has also requested to inform
of any bottlenecks in the implementation of the said project. Accordingly, this Ministry wrote a
letter to the National Operations Room on 23.08.2024 seeking instructions on the
implementation of this project, and the Chairman of the National Operations Room in reply has
asked the Ministry to go ahead with the project work concerned after having entered into
relevant agreements with the respective consultancy firm as the recommencement of the
consultancy services have been approved by the Cabinet of Ministers.

Through the Cabinet Memorandum submitted by the Ministry on 04.10.2024, approval has been

obtained to appoint a special committee for evaluating the project. The report prepared by the

17

said committee has been handed over to the relevant divisions on 30.12.2024 and the future

activities of the project are due to be undertaken accordingly.

With the completion of the currently existing analogue broadcasting through this project in
parallel to the construction work of the project, the respective system of law presently prevailing
in the country should undergo a revamp in toto for the implementation of a new digital system.
It will accordingly pave the way for the establishment of an institution known as Digital
Broadcasting Network Operator (DBNO) following the adoption of the drafts of the respective
laws and regulations. As such, a committee appointed by the Ministry is presently working on
the drafting of the related bill.

As proposed, the acquisition of lands required for the establishment of 16 relay stations spread
out across the country should also be undertaken before the commencement of the preliminary
stage consultancy services of this project. Accordingly, the drafts of the Memoranda of
Understanding (MoUs) to be signed with the Sri Lanka Rupavahini Corporation, Independent
Television Network and the Telecommunications Regulatory Commission have been dispatched
to the respective institutions. Necessary Arrangements are being made to attend to the work of
the takeover of the other lands as well.

The Technical Evaluation Committee has evaluated the report containing the details of the
technical standards made available as regards this project by Japan on 12.07.2023. A report
containing the matters identified in the said evaluation has been referred to the Embassy of
Japan. Upon receipt of their observations, the report of the Technical Evaluation Committee will
be prepared taking into consideration such observations as well.

The cost of the project so far is at a minimal level as JICA had not opened up its facilitation with
provisions for the project until the end of July 2024 and there was no entering into agreements
with the engineering consultancy services firm even until the end of the year since then, and
also, because of the fact that the preliminary work of the project is being carried out only by two
staff members. Accordingly, the provisions made available for the project for the year 2024
were Rs. 50 Mn. domestically whereas the external allocation amounted to Rs. 100 Mn. The
expenditure incurred up to 31 December 2024 was Rs. 6.9 Mn.

3.5. Challenges
A major challenge has been the collection of outstanding income due from the printing works
carried out on a credit basis by the Department of Government Printing. There was a sum
amounting to Rs. 559 Mn. (with tax) in arrears as of 31.12.2024 inclusive of the outstanding
income excluding tax in a sum of Rs. 78.07 Mn. (Rs. 81 Mn. with tax) before the year 2009
and a sum totaling Rs. 237 Mn. (with tax) has been recovered out of it as of 31.12.2024.
Accordingly, the amount to be further collected in respect of the period before 31.12.2024
stands as Rs. 316 Mn. (with tax). The outstanding amounts mostly for the very nearest years
are found to be collectible, but the collection of arrears for the period before the year 2009

remains a tough challenge.

Development projects of the underutilized assets

The spaces not made use of in post office buildings have been given out to external parties
on a rental basis subject to the prior approval of the Commissioner General of Lands.
Installation of the Digitalized Mail Management System (DMMS)

The exchange of letters and messages which used to be the dominant role of the postal
services is on the gradual decrease with the advancement of the communication technology
sector. The consumer need and the market demand for postal services have been
transformed into a mode of exchanging goods (packets and parcels) due to consumer

tendency towards online marketplaces through e-commerce.

The existing infrastructure facilities of the Department of Posts have to undergo a great

deal of changes and improvements in order to provide services in competition with the large
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number of rival service providers of parcel distribution whose adaptation to these market

conditions is well manifested.

The importance of investing in the following sectors to provide a quality and prompt service
to the customers who look for facilities such as the point to point tracking from the
acceptance of their goods for mail up to the completion of its distribution process with the
proof of due delivery under the credibility of a public service and at the rates that are

affordable has been identified.

a) Software Development.

b) Procurement of hardware such as computers for post office network and handheld
devices for the confirmation of the handover of goods for the use of the delivery staff.

¢) Provision of efficient transport services for pick-up and last-mile delivery to the staff
of mailbag transport and distribution.

d) Staff training with a view to providing a quality customer service.

e) Modernization of the Post Offices (with counters and mail rooms) in tandem with
current needs.

f) A mechanism for advertising the postal services.
There is a huge customer demand for postal services such as EMS (International
Courier Service) and other trackable items, SL POST Courier and CoD (Cash on
Delivery) and the domestic courier services that have already been introduced. The
Digitization of Mail Management System (DMMS) project was set up with the aim of
encouraging local entrepreneurship by providing these services along with the
developments in the above sectors and carrying on the Department of Posts as a
profitable public institution that provides strength to the local economy. The estimated
investment in this respect amounts to Rs. 10 billion. Approval of the Cabinet of
Ministers has been received for this project, which is proposed to be implemented
through the provision of funds under the public-private partnership. The feasibility
study in this regard has already been carried out with the involvement of the National
Agency for Public-Private Partnerships. Approval has to be obtained for the
appointment of the Project Committee and the Cabinet Appointed Negotiation

Committee.

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5.0 Sri Lanka Broadcasting Corporation

5.1 Introduction

Sri Lanka Broadcasting Corporation, with a history of over 99 years in its own possession is the
first and the foremost communication institution of its kind to have engaged from that date of the
past to this present date in an invaluable socio-communication mission reaching out to the high-
quality imaginative strengths of the Sri Lankan masses and communities with the country’s
sustainable development in mind. Breaking the monopoly of radio communication after the decade
of 80, the Corporation engages itself in a mission confronted with competitive commercialization
amidst diverse challenges in the face of the emerging development of FM broadcasts whilst at the
same time preserving its inherent nationalism. The Corporation has established itself as an
institution dedicated to the development of human resources in the country and the maintenance of
values of a host of areas in the society including political knowledge, updated information, art,

music, religious communication and social coexistence.

The Broadcasting Department reestablished on the 5™ of October 1949 as an independent entity
transformed into the Sri Lanka Broadcasting Corporation as from the 05" of January 1967.
Thereafter, the Sri Lanka Broadcasting Corporation being at the forefront of broadcasting
communication as the pioneering media network encircling its listener base acts as a “provider of

facilities” identifying and catering to the diverse social needs.

At present, the Sri Lanka Broadcasting Corporation operates 06 National Broadcasting Services,
05 Regional Services and one Community Radio Service. Accordingly, there are 03 Sinhala
Services carried on by the Corporation as the Sinhala Swadeshiya (National) Service, Sinhala
Commercial Service and the City FM Service together with the Tamil Service with 02 services by
the name of Tamil Service and the Thendral Service in the medium of Tamil language as well as
an English language service called Radio Sri Lanka as national services. There are 05 FM Services
in operation known as Rajarata, Kandurata, Ruhuna, Jaffna and Pirei and a Community Radio
Service called Dambana Service.

In the local transmission network of the Sri Lanka Broadcasting Corporation, broadcasting is
undertaken by going on air through 8 main national FM Stations covering the entire island. The Sri
Lanka Broadcasting Corporation goes on air overseas broadcasting its programs through its Relay
Station at Trincomalee via Medium Wave (Mw) and Short Wave (SW) and through its Relay Station
at Puttalam via Medium Wave. The Sri Lanka Broadcasting Corporation engaged itself in a reliable
and forthright media mission has reached out to the path heading towards linking the international

parlance through its website in order to keep in touch with the listeners more closely.

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6.0 Sri Lanka Rupavahini Corporation
6.1 Introduction

The Sri Lanka Rupavahini Corporation (SLRC) which is rendering a pioneer service among the
national media channels is a gift from the Government of Japan to the Government of Sri Lanka
and the SLRC was accordingly established by the Sri Lanka Rupavahini Corporation Act, No. 06
of 1982. The National Television Channel was officially launched on the 15" of February 1982.
The Act has made provisions for the tasks of carrying on with a television broadcasting service in
Sri Lanka and the development, expansion and improvement of that service and the matters

connected therewith or incidental thereto.

The production and broadcast of the programmes, among other things, are the key activities of the
Sri Lanka Rupavahini Corporation. The Corporation has been able to acquire modern sophisticated
methods such as digital technology towards presenting creations of high quality to its viewer
audiences in concert with the rapidly changing television technology. While fulfilling the national
responsibility as a national channel, the Corporation is also striving directly towards achieving

financial stability by focusing on commercial objectives in order to become a self-financed entity.

Furthermore, the Corporation, playing a leading role in the promotion of education in Sri Lanka,
fulfills its responsibility as the national channel by furnishing information, providing entertainment
as well as informing of the development taking place in the country through educating the multi-
lingual people speaking different languages via the channels by the names of “Rupavahini”, “Eye”
and “Nethra”.

Sri Lanka Rupavahini Corporation has been able to address the aesthetic appreciation and
knowledge of its viewer audiences by producing high quality programmes and presenting news

items that won inland and international acclaim over a period of almost four decades.

= Through the production of programs such as ‘Gamata Cricket’, opportunities are made available
to talented players in rural schools and the matches of international cricket are also covered.

The General Treasury through the budget in 2024 made available Rs. 200 Mn. to the Corporation
under the capital transfers, out of which sums of Rs. 95 Mn. for the payment of employee arrears

of gratuity and Rs. 105 Mn. towards the capital projects were set aside.

The Independent Television Network Ltd. Is carried on as a state-owned public company and the
two television channels named, Independent Television (ITN) and Vasantham TV and yet another
two radio channels named, Lakhanda and Vasantham FM along with a digital channel for social

media activation are in operation for the Tamil and Sinhala speaking community of audiences.

The Independent Television Network Limited has in its possession a very powerful channeling
potential encompassing the whole of Sri Lanka with a wider coverage. This Network captures its
audiences with a terrestrial coverage of 87% and population coverage of 91% for ITN, a terrestrial
coverage of 88% and population coverage of 93% for Lakhanda, a terrestrial coverage of 35% and
population coverage of 30% for Vasantham TV and a terrestrial coverage of 80% and population

coverage of 87% for VVasantham FM.

The Independent Television was able to line up and present programmes of the highest quality
standards comprising entertainment, news and the very latest events and it has now earned a good
name and style, reputation and high recognition as the family channel advocating the cultural, social

and religious values of Sri Lanka.

7.4 Physical and Financial Progress — 2024

7.4.1 Physical Progress
7.4.1.1 Improvement of the coverage area of Vasantham TV Channel

Developing and widening of the area of coverage of the Vasantham TV Channel to enable the
Tamil speaking Sri Lankan populace to view clear pictures and to be able it to transmit local Tamil
programmes following their production is a budget proposal passed in the year 2018. The total
estimated provision of the General Treasury with respect to the project initiated accordingly is Rs.
314 Mn. Due to non-availability of expected funds in 2019, the project period had to be extended
to the year 2024.

Even though the Independent Television Network has also focused on the digitization of
televisions, it is imperative to attend to improvement work on the transmission centers that are

under analogue technology until the introduction of television digitalization, and as such, the capital
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provisions for that purpose had to be obtained. The total expenditure of this project up to 31.12.2023
amounted to Rs. 173.76 Mn.

7.4.1.2 Modernization of the Main Control Room

Following the implementation of the voluntary retirement scheme through the provision of Rs. 150
Mn. allocated for the year 2024, the procurement activities in connection with the modernization
of the main control room are being carried out by the use of the remainder of the provisions
concerned.

7.4.1.2 Programmes

In the current competitive environment, the Independent Television Network as the most people-
centric channel among other television channels, a host of attractive programs was endowed to its
viewer audiences during the year 2024 as well. The institution has been able to win several awards

for those efforts.

During the year 2024 too, many a programme with substance and quality were introduced for the
enjoyment of the people and transmission of information to them, being sensitive to the viewer and
listener taste within and beyond its parameters and the programs that have been running since the
preceding years were also continued to be transmitted to the people during this year too, so as to
make the institution financially viable. Moreover, the ITN went on to present its line-up of
programs in a manner that advocates and manifests its social responsibility towards the nation as a

national media channel.

Only the programs that suit the main corporate objectives of the organization in harmony with the
institutionally and externally produced ones were beamed on air during the year 2024 too. The
qualitative aspect of the programs was further preserved and ensured by way of effectively steering
the creative human resources and other means of resources such as those technically and physically

evolved towards the production of programs.

7.4.2 Financial Progress
The breakeven point of the institution is Rs. 160 Mn. Due to its failure to achieve the projected
income targets in the face of the circumstances of the adverse economic situation that prevailed in

the country, reaching out to the said breakeven point has been found to be difficult.

87.5% of the ownership of the company is in
possession of the Public Trustee on behalf of the government and the remaining shares were held

by the previous shareholders of the company prior to the takeover of it by the government.

The Lake House has been able to establish its place as the forerunner in the media industry over its
almost century-old journey. The foremost role of the Lake House is to work for the good of the
nation as well as the realization of the continued growth of the organization based on those

objectives.

The Lake House is an establishment that has won the credibility of the readership community in
the sphere of news communication of the print media building a knowledgeable society for the sake
of fostering a continued sustenance of the newspaper industry, and it renders a national mission by
averting the social integration of wrong ideologies through the conveyance of latest, precise, and
the veracity-authenticated information to the community of its readership. The company as of now
has also undertaken to leverage the social integration of information via digital media, opening up

new vistas of the print media artistry.

8.5.1 Physical Progress of Programs / Projects and Activities implemented (Projects implemented

by the treasury funds / institutional provisions)
8.5.1.1 Implementation of the Voluntary Retirement Scheme (VRS) of Employees

The voluntary resignation scheme for the employees was made operative during the years 2023 and

2024 with a view to retaining an adequate and affordable capacity of cadre in keeping with the

company’s requirements, availing the employees in service opportunity to retire from the service

voluntarily as a measure to minimize the adverse impact on the profitability of the company.

The downsizing of employees has been done on the employee categorization criteria. Necessary

plans have been drawn out to make the employees under retention a fully talent-wise efficient

human resource in concert with the future objectives and needs of the company. The adoption of
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these measures will enable the Lake House to provide sustainable media services with an

appropriate standard by venturing into its activities with a firm footing.

Accordingly, the number of permanent and contract employees of the Lake House other than those
of the digital department as per the Memorandum of Understanding entered into by the company
with the then-line Ministry of Mass Media will stand fixed to 850 by 31.12.2024 and this cadre
needs to be maintained with optimum stability in keeping with the requirements of the company.

The approved cadre for the digital department is 30 and the number of presently existing employees
is 26. It has been decided that this staff should not be included in the voluntary resignation scheme

and is expected to keep the overall staff fixed to the limit of 850.

In order to fund this voluntary resignation scheme of employees, the government budget allocated

a provision of Rs. 300 million for the year 2023.

this voluntary resignation scheme of employees has been fully paid up.

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December 2024. Accordingly, approval has been sought from the Ministry for the posts of
manager and the positions above them that were not effective over a number of years. The
matters involving employee performance in 2024 are in its final stage.

During the year 2024, 45 employee training sessions have been conducted with the provisions

of the company and 690 employees have been provided with training opportunities.

8.5.1.5 Lake House Media Academy
The Lake House Media Academy, the first-ever media academy that was initiated by a
newspaper agency in Sri Lanka, was set up on 26 September 2022 with the ambition of
producing next-generation media journalists and media professionals in the field of media in Sri
Lanka. The Academy provides the students with media training to hone their practical skills that
are very necessary for their future careers by going beyond the inculcation of basic academic

knowledge of journalism.

The Academy with the introduction of a series of broad-based programs including certificate
courses, higher certificate courses, diplomas and the media industry-focused specialized one-
day workshops, reached out to a significant milestone in its inaugural year. These educational
activities are being led by reputed personalities in the field of media, experienced media
journalists, university professors and professionals engaged in the newspaper industry. The
curriculum of the Academy is worked out by a committee comprising versatile media journalists

and persons engaged in the newspaper industry with extensive experience.

The education provided by the Lake House Academy addresses and assures the achievement of
each student's unique talents and aspirations. The Lake House Media Academy acts as a symbol
of the excellence committed to mould the future leaders of the media sphere in Sri Lanka for the
sake of media journalists and media professionals whose ambition is to get acquainted with
unparalleled opportunities for education.

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9.0 Sri Lanka Press Council

9.1 Introduction

The Sri Lanka Press Council established under the Sri Lanka Press Council Act, No. 05 of 1973 is

a statutory board functioning under the purview of this Ministry.

This is an act that has been passed to provide for the appointment of a Press Council of Sri Lanka
for streamlining the matters relating to newspapers in Sri Lanka and providing advice on matters
connected thereto and investigating certain facts related to printing or publishing in newspapers

and dealing with matters connected or incidental thereto.

A special emphasis has been laid to show guidance to the media personnel through particular legal
approaches by ethically molding them on issues of any controversial nature published in the
newspaper reports as well as to provide the media personnel with awareness programmes with a

view to raising their professional standards.

The role of the Sri Lanka Press Council is to ensure the regularization of newspapers, provision of
support for proper coordination among all sectors engaged in the newspaper production or
publication, conducting research work on use of newspapers and the needs of the newspapers,
methods of recruitment to the profession of journalism, measures related to welfare, education,

training and improvement of media personnel and any other matters related to such profession.

9.4.7 Amendment of the Press Council Act, No. 5 of 1973

i. Even though the approval of the Cabinet of Ministers received on the 12" of January 2021 to
amending the Act for materially restructuring the Press Council and reorganizing it as an
adjudicatory body for journalists and media institutions covering electronic, print and new
media, the task of amending the said Act was put on hold temporarily owing to the

controversial circumstances that sprung up in the periphery.

ii. However, attention has been focused on amending the Sri Lanka Press Council Act
necessitating the involvement in only the print media, and the draft bill together with the

respective concept paper prepared by the Press Council of Sri Lanka and the Ministry of Mass
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Media has been submitted to the Cabinet of Ministers through a Cabinet Memorandum on
31.10.2023. The decision thereon by the Cabinet of Ministers was that no further action should

be necessary on the draft amendments to the Act for the time being.

iii. However, as it is a matter of dire necessity to reform the Press Council of Sri Lanka, the

Council has been asked to draft a cabinet paper once again and forward it to the Ministry.

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11.0 Sri Lanka Foundation

11.1 Introduction

The objectives of the Sri Lanka Foundation Institute are to promote education and inculcation and
distribution of knowledge amongst the people of all sectors. The Sri Lanka Foundation Act, No. 31
of 1973 has outlined in detail the legal powers through which the Sri Lanka Foundation should
operate as regards the conducting of higher education programs. The Act provides for the Sri Lanka
Foundation to exercise its powers to set up or carry on with an institution or initiatives or
educational or social centers being in collaboration with them, enter into agreements and conduct
or organize conferences, visits, lectures, seminars and courses of study. The Act also provides for
extending education assistance to eligible students with learning ability and potential through

grants, awards, gifts, bursaries, scholarships and facilities.

The Vision, Mission and Objectives the Sri Lanka Foundation towards acquiring the status of a
higher education institution are in alignment with the law and the institution will thereby be
provided with more opportunities to deliver a better service towards the development of the

country.

As of now, it is almost a period of five decades since the establishment of the Sri Lanka Foundation
and over the years, it has turned out to be one of the most prestigious educational institutions in the
country that diffuses education and training amongst a large number of public and private sector

officers as well as community leaders.

The Sri Lanka Foundation as a state institution conducts Diploma and Certificate courses and it is
observed that the majority of the candidates pursuing courses of study at the Sri Lanka Foundation
are in the employ of government and private sectors or being engaged in self-employment and, the
foremost reason for them to be attracted to the Foundation is primarily attributable to their
promotional prospects and career advancement. The Foundation Act does not provide for the
conferment of degrees. The opportunity as at present is available only to take up courses of study
up to the level of the Higher National Diplomas. Under the circumstances, the Sri Lanka Foundation
has opened up the opportunity for students to read for the graduate and postgraduate courses at the
University of Lincoln in Malaysia as from the 03 of September 2020 under an agreement entered
into with them. The diploma-level programs currently being conducted should be upgraded to the

graduation level progressively.

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12.0 The Right to Information Commission

12.1 Introduction

The right of access to information was introduced as a fundamental right upon the inclusion of a
new provision as Article 14 (a) by the 19" Constitutional Amendment having it added to the
Constitution of 1978.

With the objective of setting up of the Right to Information Commission, the Parliament of Sri
Lanka passed the Right to Information Act, No. 12 of 2016, which was endorsed by the Hon.
Speaker on 04 August 2016 and made it into being effective on 03 February 2017 for the purpose
of establishing the right of access to information, the need to foster a culture of transparency and
the accountability of public authorities by the enforcement of the right to obtain information and
for promoting a society in which the people of Sri Lanka would be able to actively participate in
the public life of the country in order to take part more fully in good governance.

It is a body corporate having perpetual succession and a common seal. The Commission was
accordingly established on the 1 of October 2016 and the Commission has the power to monitor
as to whether the functions assigned to the public authorities are being carried out properly. In
terms of section 38 of the Act, the Commission is also empowered to take disciplinary action
against persons who violate the provisions of the Act. Furthermore, the Commission also has the
power to institute criminal proceedings against persons who fail or refuse to comply with a decision

of the Commission, in terms of section 39 of the Act.

Moreover, the Commission has the authority to make rules pertaining to the form and manner in
which an appeal may be made to the Commission, the procedure to be followed in holding an
inquiry and the fees concerning the provision of information. Accordingly, a set of rules governing
the schedule of fees and the procedure concerning appeals have been introduced by the Gazette
Extraordinary No. 2004/66 of the Democratic Socialist Republic of Sri Lanka with effect from the
03" of February 2017.

(@) monitor the performance and ensure the due compliance by public authorities, of the duties
cast on them under this Act;

(b) make recommendations for reform both of a general nature and those in regard to any specific
public authority;

(c) issue guidelines based on reasonableness, for determining fees to be levied by public
authorities for the release of any information under this Act;

(d) prescribe the circumstances in which information may be provided by an information officer,
without the payment of a fee;

(e) prescribe the fee Schedule based on the principle of proactive disclosure, in regard to
providing information;

(f) co-operate with or undertake training activities for public officials on the effective
implementation of the provisions of this Act;

(9) publicise the requirements of this Act and the rights of individuals under the Act;

(h) issue guidelines for the proper record management for public authorities.

12.4.2 Powers of the Commission

For the purpose of performing its duties and discharging of its functions as per section 15 of the
Act, the Commission shall have the power-

(@) to hold inquiries and require any person to appear before it;

(b) to examine such person under oath or affirmation and require such person where necessary
to produce any information which is in that person’s possession, provided that the
information which is exempted from disclosure under section 5 shall be examined in
confidence;

(c) to inspect any information held by a public authority, including any information denied by a
public authority under the provisions of this Act;

(d) to direct a public authority to provide information, in a particular form;

(e) todirect a public authority to publish any information withheld by a public authority from the
public, subject to the provisions of section 5;

() to hear and determine any appeals made to it by any aggrieved person under section 32; and

(9) To direct to reimburse fees charged from a citizen due to any information requested for not
been provided in time.

news agency in Sri Lanka.

The Board of Directors of Lankapuvath consists of representatives from Associated Newspapers
of Ceylon Limited, Sri Lanka Rupavahini Corporation, Sri Lanka Broadcasting Corporation,

Independent Television Network and Express Newspapers Limited.

13.3 Activities of the Institution at present
There is no physically established institution as LankaPuwath as at present.

News is updated daily on the official website, www.lankapuvath.lk both in English and Sinhala

language media.

LankaPuwath in collaboration with the state-owned mobile network, Mobitel goes into
operation with an SMS Alert Service both in English and Sinhala language media. The
subscribers are provided with the latest information and the news on political as well as sporting

events via such service. Sri Lanka's news is being shared with the news agencies as well.

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16.0 Selacine Media Solutions (Pvt) Limited

16.1 Introduction

The Selacine Institute was inaugurated on the 02" February 1982 as an institution solely owned by
the Government under the Ministry of Policies and Planning existed at that time with the
commencement of television media within Sri Lanka in order to produce the programmes required
for the television media with the intention of performing government publicity propaganda. It was
declared the only “advertising entity”” belonging to the Government by the extraordinary gazette

notification No. 1380/15 of 16" February 2005 if the Democratic Socialist Republic of Sri Lanka.

On the backdrop of the expansion of the mission of media, the Selacine Institute has gone beyond
the task of the production of programmes and reached out to all directions of the field of publicity.
Presently, the Selacine Institute has gone on to undertake assignments involving printing, events
management and scheduling and audio visual programmes, advertisements and digital marketing.

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14.0 National Film Corporation of Sri Lanka

14. Introduction

National Film Corporation of Sri Lanka is the sole government body over the administration
and regulation of the film industry in the country and was incorporated by Act No. 47 of 1971
as amended by Act No. 45 of 1980.

The National Film Corporation of Sri Lanka, which was established with the aim of freeing the
1947 debuted country’s cinema from the invasion of foreign films and the monopoly of private
film companies, has done a yeoman service towards the upliftment of the Sri Lankan film

industry ever since.

The National Film Corporation of Sri Lanka stands up for the entirety of the viewer audience
with a host of functions such as enacting laws, rules and regulations to safeguard the small,
medium and large-scale professional sectors that leverage the field of cinema in its broadest
sense as an industry, running the Dalugama Studio for the personnel directly involved in
cinema, providing post film production services based on concessionary rates or on the basis
soft loans, encouraging the film producers and productions, seeing to the price control of
cinema tickets and its exhibition process and governing the standards of the cinema theater
halls.

Moreover, the National Film Corporation of Sri Lanka is also entrusted with the national
responsibility of carrying out programs for socializing the tastefulness and educational value
of the cinema considering it as a culture, undertaking programs to offer awards, prizes and
scholarships to incentivizing and appreciating those who are engaged in the cinema industry as

well as programs of social security for the sake of the artists.

As of now, the technology of world cinema has been transformed into digital technology.
However, the adaptation to new technology is a major challenge the Corporation has
confronted with, even though it has been 52 years since the establishment of the National Film
Corporation of Sri Lanka. Accordingly, taking the initiative for the amendments to be made for
the future sustenance of the cinema industry and promoting the cinema as an industry have

been identified as the most salient tasks of the Corporation.

The primary objective of this exercise is to commence a welfare program for the film artists
and technicians. This program was initiated with the purpose of offering the respective
artist and the technician a pension, loan, stipend or similar benefit and extending some sort
of assistance when he is unable to engage in his profession due to physical or mental
infirmity after going past the age of 60 years, whether or not continuously engaged in the
profession when he reaches that age, and awarding him a certain amount of money as a
death gratuity in case of his demise. The Corporation’s Trust is still being continuously
maintained and it is expected to be further strengthened in the year 2025. (The number of

artists who received welfare benefits during the year 2024 was 122.)

= Establishment of a National Film Regulatory Commission
There is a timely need to establish a new institutional framework so that the National Film
Corporation can move away from business activities in the film industry and play a role
associated with the policy-making process and regulatory functions required for the

advancement, promotion and protection of the film industry.
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Moreover, it is expected to develop the local film industry to attract local and foreign
investors through the film industry, focus on the ability to directly or indirectly generate
tax revenue for the government, and draw out suitable strategies towards that end.

Accordingly, for the purpose of introducing a new Act after amending / repealing the
National Film Corporation Act, No. 47 of 1971 so that an independent regulatory
commission can be established and setting up of a Film Development Commission by a
new Act in compliance with the establishment of an independent body that regulates the
entire industry instead of running cinema circuits and engaging in the business activities, a
Cabinet Memorandum has been submitted. In pursuance of the cabinet decision thereto, the

Legal Draftsman has been asked to finalize the relevant draft bill sent to him on 06.08.2024.

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15.0 Public Performance Board

15.1 Introduction

The Public Performance Board has been established under the Public Performance Ordinance, No.
07 of 1912 to deal with public performances concerning the Sri Lankan society and the primary
role of this Board is to go into the censoring of the films, stage dramas and shows presented for
public exhibition and grant approval for them after determining as to whether they are suitable for

public exhibition.

The Board, delivering an efficient service towards the betterment of the field of arts, also undertakes
the issuance of classification certificates for the performances meant for public exhibition. This
Ordinance of 1912 was amended in the years 1918 and 1919 and a permanent Performance Board

of Control was established by the enactment of Ordinance No. 23 of 1952.

This Act was again subject to revision in 1956 and amendments were made in the years 1961 (No.
41), 1964 (No. 26) and 1969 (No. 11). According to the 1961 amendment, the original Ordinance

became an Act limited only to public exhibitions.
